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THE  DIRECTORY  FOR  THE

WORSHIP  OF  GOD

CHAPTER  1

GENERAL  DIRECTIONS:

SECTION  I :  Christian worship is the expression of the soul's love for God,1 dependence on God,2 and joy in God.3  God alone, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, as revealed in the Holy Scriptures, is the object of worship.4  Worship is to be offered only in accordance with His appointment and in harmony with the Scriptural principle that whatsoever is not commanded in the worship of God is forbidden.5  Worship is acceptable only as it is offered in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, the only mediator between God and man.6 

SECTION  II :  The worship of God is the highest act of the human soul.7  It is essential to spiritual life and growth and should be regularly and thoughtfully performed.8  Individuals and families should engage in family and private worship for their own growth in grace.9  They should also meet together in public assemblies, for God has promised special blessings when his people unite in worship.10  

SECTION  III :  The soul should always be filled with love for God and with joy in Him.11  There are, however, times for worship appointed in the word to be diligently observed.12  From the resurrection of Christ, God hath appointed the first day of the week, the Christian Sabbath, the Lord's Day, to be kept holy and to be devoted to his worship.13  

CHAPTER  2

THE SANCTIFICATION OF THE LORD'S DAY

SECTION  I :  It is the duty of every person to remember the Lord's Day1 and to prepare for it before its approach.2  All worldly business should be so ordered and seasonably laid aside, as that we may not be hindered thereby from sanctifying the Sabbath, as the Holy Scriptures require.3  

SECTION  II :  The whole day is to be kept holy to the Lord and to be employed in the public and private exercises of religion.4  Therefore, it is requisite that there be a holy resting all the day from unnecessary labors, and an abstaining from those recreations which may be lawful on other days, and also from worldly thoughts and conversations.5  

SECTION  III : Let the provisions for the support of the family on that day be so ordered that servants or others be not improperly detained from the public worship of God, nor hindered from sanctifying the Sabbath.6   

SECTION  IV :  Let every person and family, in the morning, by secret and private prayer for themselves and others, especially for the assistance of God to their minister and for a blessing upon his ministry, by reading the scriptures and by holy meditation, prepare for communion with God in his public ordinances.7  

SECTION  V :  Let the people be careful to assemble at the appointed time, that, being all present at the beginning, they may unite with one heart in all the parts of public worship, and let none unnecessarily depart until the blessing be pronounced.8 

SECTION  VI :  Let the time after the solemn services of the congregation in public are over be spent in reading, meditation, repeating of sermons, catechising, religious conversation, prayer for a blessing upon the public ordinances, the singing of psalms, visiting the sick, relieving the poor, and in performing such like duties of piety, charity, and mercy.9 

CHAPTER  3

OF  THE  ASSEMBLING  OF  THE  CONGREGATION  AND  THEIR  

BEHAVIOR  DURING  DIVINE  SERVICE

SECTION  I :  When the time appointed for public worship is come, let the people gather together and take their seats in a proper, grave, and reverent manner.1  

SECTION  II :  In time of public worship let all the people attend with gravity and reverence, forbearing to read anything except what the teaching elder is then reading or citing, abstaining from all whisperings, from salutations of persons present or coming in, and from gazing about, sleeping, and all other improper behavior.2  

CHAPTER  4

OF  THE  PUBLIC  READING  OF

THE  HOLY  SCRIPTURES

SECTION  I :  The reading of the Holy Scriptures, in the congregation, is a part of the public worship of God1 and ought to be performed by the ministers and elders.2
SECTION  II :  The Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments shall be publicly read from the most approved translation, that all may hear and understand.3
SECTION  III :  How large a portion shall be read at once is left to the discretion of every minister;  however, in each service he ought to read at least one chapter, and more when the chapters are short or the connection requires it.4 He may, when he thinks it expedient, expound any part of what is read, always having regard to the time, that neither reading, singing, praying, preaching, or any other ordinance be rendered too short or too tedious.5 

CHAPTER  5

OF  THE  SINGING  OF  PSALMS

SECTION  I :  It is the duty of Christians to praise God by singing publicly in the congregation1 and privately in the family.2  

SECTION  II :  In singing the praises of God, we are to sing with the spirit and with the understanding also,3 making melody in our hearts unto the Lord.4  It is also proper that we cultivate some knowledge of the rules of music,5 that we may praise God in a becoming manner with our voices, as well as with our hearts.6  

SECTION  III :  The psalms of the Bible by reason of their divine appointment are to be sung in the worship of God,7 to the exclusion of all hymns of human composition.8  They are to be sung without accompaniment, in as much as instruments are not authorized in the New Testament, since they were a part of the ceremonial law.9   

CHAPTER  6

OF  PUBLIC  PRAYER

SECTION  I :  It seems very proper to begin the public worship by a short prayer,1 humbly adoring the infinite majesty of the living God,2 expressing a sense of our distance from him as creatures and unworthiness as sinners,3 and humbly imploring his gracious presence,4 the assistance of his Holy Spirit in the duties of his worship,5 and his acceptance of us through the merits of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.6  

SECTION  II :  Then, after the singing of a psalm, it is proper that before the sermon there should be a full and comprehensive prayer.7  FIRST, adoring the glory and perfections of God, as they are made known to us in the works of creation, in the conduct of providence, and in the clear and full revelation he has made of himself in his written word.8  SECOND, giving thanks to him for all his mercies of every kind, general and particular, spiritual and temporal, common and special, and above all for Christ Jesus, his unspeakable gift, and the hope of eternal life through him.9  THIRD, making humble confession of sin, both original and actual, acknowledging and endeavoring to impress the mind of every worshiper with a deep sense of the evil of all sin, as such as being a departure from the living God, and also taking a particular and affecting view of the various fruits which proceed from this root of bitterness, as sins against God, our neighbor, and ourselves;  sins in thought, in word, and in deed; sins secret and presumptuous; sins accidental and habitual.  Also, the aggravations of sin arising from knowledge or the means of it, from distinguishing mercies, from valuable privileges, from breach of vows, etc.10  FOURTH, making earnest supplication for the pardon of sin and peace with God, through the blood of the atonement, with all its important and happy fruits;  for the Spirit of sanctification and abundant supplies of the grace that is necessary to the discharge of our duty;  for support and comfort under all the trials to which we are liable, as we are sinful and mortal;  and for all temporal mercies that may be necessary in our passage through this valley of tears.  Always remembering to view them as flowing in the channel of covenant love and intended to be subservient to the preservation and progress of the spiritual life.11  FIFTH, pleading from every principle warranted in scripture, from our own necessity, the all-sufficience of God, the merit and intercession of our Savior, and the glory of God in the comfort and happiness of his people.12  SIXTH, intercession for others, including the whole world of mankind, Christ's church universal, the church or churches with which we are more particularly connected, the interest of human society in general and in that community to which we immediately belong, all that are invested with civil authority, the ministers of the everlasting Gospel, and the rising generation, with whatever else more particular may seem necessary or suitable to the interest of that congregation where divine worship is celebrated.13  

SECTION  III :  Prayer after sermon ought generally to have a relation to the subject that has been treated of in the discourse, and all other public prayers to the circumstances that gave occasion for them.14  

SECTION  IV : It is easy to perceive that in all the preceding directions there is a very great compass and variety, and it is committed to the judgment and fidelity of the officiating pastor to insist chiefly on such parts or to take in more or less of the several parts as he shall be lead to by the aspect of Providence, the particular state of the congregation in which he officiates, or the disposition and exercise of his own heart at the time.  But we think it necessary to observe, that, although we do not approve, as is well known, of confining ministers to set or fixed forms of prayer for public worship, yet it is the indispensable duty of every minister, previously to his entering on his office, to prepare and qualify himself for this part of his duty as well as for preaching.  He ought, by a thorough acquaintance with the Holy Scriptures, by reading the best writers on the subject, by meditation, and by a life of communion with God in secret, to endeavor to acquire both the spirit and the gift of prayer.  Not only so, but when he is to enter on particular acts of worship, he should endeavor to compose his spirit and to digest his thoughts for prayer, that it may be performed with dignity and propriety, as well as to the profit of those who join in it, and that he may not disgrace that important service by mean, irregular, or extravagant effusions.15  

CHAPTER  7

OF  THE  PREACHING  OF  THE  WORD

SECTION  I :  The preaching of the word, being an institution of God for the salvation of men,1 great attention should be paid to the manner of performing it.2 Every minister ought to give diligent application to it and endeavor to prove himself a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.3  

SECTION  II :  The subject of a sermon should be some verse or verses of Scripture, and its object to explain, defend, and apply some part of the system of divine truth or to point out the nature and state the bounds and obligations of some duty.  A text should not be merely a motto but should fairly contain the doctrine proposed to be handled.4  It is proper also that large portions of Scripture be sometimes expounded and particularly improved, for the instruction of the people in the meaning and use of the Sacred Oracles.5  

SECTION  III :  The method of preaching requires much study, meditation, and prayer.6  Ministers ought, in general, to prepare their sermons with care and not to indulge themselves in loose, extemporary harangues, nor to serve God with that which cost them nought.7  They ought, however, to keep to the simplicity of the Gospel, expressing themselves in language agreeable to scripture and level to the understanding of the meanest of their hearers, carefully avoiding ostentation, either of parts or learning.8  They ought also to adorn, by their lives, the doctrine which they teach and to be examples in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.9  

SECTION  IV :  As one primary design of public ordinances is to pay social acts of homage to the most High God, ministers ought to be careful not to make their sermons so long as to interfere with or exclude the other important duties of prayer and praise.10
SECTION  V :  The sermon being ended, the minister is to pray and return thanks to Almighty God,11 then let a psalm be sung,12 a collection raised for the poor or for other purposes of the church,13 and the assembly dismissed with the apostolic benediction.14  

SECTION  VI :  It is expedient that no person be introduced to preach in any of the churches under our care, unless by the consent of the pastor or church session.15  

CHAPTER  8

OF  THE  ADMINISTRATION

OF  THE  SACRAMENTS

SECTION  I :  A sacrament is a holy ordinance instituted by Christ in his Church wherein significant symbols and acts represent Christ and the benefits of the Abrahamic covenant.1  A sacrament becomes a means of grace and a seal of the benefits of the covenant,2 not by a mere formal observance nor by any virtue in the person administering it or in the symbols used, but only by the blessing of Christ and the working of his Spirit in those who by faith receive it.3  Such observance develops the spiritual life,4 pledges to new obedience,5 and binds the partakers together in Christian fellowship,6 separate from the world.7  

SECTION  II :  The sacraments are Baptism and the Lord's Supper,8 and these are of perpetual validity.9  They are to be administered according to Christ's appointment and only by ordained ministers of the church.10  Although it is proper that Baptism be administered in the presence of the congregation,11 yet there may be cases when it will be expedient to administer this ordinance in private, of which the minister is to be the judge.12  

BAPTISM

SECTION  III :  Baptism is a mark of entrance into the visible church13 and a sign of entrance into Christ.14  The water used is a symbol of the Spirit who regenerates15 and is set apart by prayer to the sacramental purpose.16  The act performed is the application of the water in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.17  The water is applied by sprinkling or pouring.18  The act signifies and seals cleansing from sin by the blood of Christ,19 regeneration by his Spirit,20 adoption into the family of God,21 and title to all the privileges of his children,22 and, on the part of the believer, his solemn promise to be the Lord's.23  

SECTION  IV :  Baptism is to be administered to those who make a credible profession of their faith in Christ24 and to their children.25  Although baptism is not to be repeated,26 previous baptisms are invalid where the word had not been preached,27 or discipline had not been observed,28 or the sacraments had not been understood.29  Adults take vows based upon the Terms of Communion or the Covenant of Church Membership.30  Parents who present their children renew these vows, take them in behalf of their children, and pledge the faithful performance of their duties as Christian parents.31  

SECTION  V :  The minister shall give a brief explanation of the meaning and purpose of the sacrament.  Those who are to be baptized shall come forward either before or after this address, and stand for the administration of the sacrament.  The vows required of adult persons or parents may include the following:32  

1.   Their profession of faith...

There should be no departure from the true significance of the Terms of Communion, but they may be summarized as follows:

A.  Do you believe that the scriptures of the Old and New Testaments are the word of God33 and the only infallible rule of faith and life, and promise that you will endeavor to study them that you may grow in grace and in truth ?34  

B.  Do you believe that the Lord Jesus Christ is the Son of God,35 and the only Redeemer of men,36 and do you receive him as your Savior and Lord ?37
C.  Do you believe that the standards of the church with respect to doctrine,38 form of church government,39 and manner of worship,40 as much as you understand them,41 are agreeable unto and founded upon the Scriptures,42 and will you endeavor by the grace of God to adhere to this doctrine,43 to reject all heresies repugnant thereto,44 and to lead a new and godly life ?45  

D.  Do you promise to live an obedient life in the service of Christ with due submission in the Lord to the courts of the church and, in case you should become delinquent ( which may God graciously forbid ), to church discipline ?46  

E.  Do you promise to maintain this church covenant until lawfully dismissed from its 
obligations ?47
2.   Their vows in relation to their child...

A.  Do you promise to regard this child as a gift of your Heavenly Father entrusted to your care ?48
B.  Do you promise to pray with and for your child in private and family worship,49 to provide for his temporal well-being and for his education as God enables you,50 to acquaint him with his lost condition and need of a Savior,51 and to instruct him in the plan of salvation and the principles of our covenanted profession ?52  

C.  Do you promise to bring him to the house of God and to attend the appointed services of worship with him, to teach him to reverence the institutions of religion, and when he shall have arrived at years of discretion, do you promise to encourage him to seek full membership in the church ?53  

D.  Do you promise to set before him a godly example,54 to use parental authority together with love and tenderness,55 and do you promise to do all in your power to secure his present and eternal salvation ?56     

SECTION  VI :  When the vows have been taken, the minister shall say, " Remember that the vows of God are upon you" and may add, " and for the same you shall answer to Christ our Judge."57  The congregation shall rise, and the minister shall consecrate the sacramental element with prayer,58 using the formula:  

"Bless so much of the element of water as shall be used upon this occasion, which we hereby, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, the Head of the Church, set apart from a common to a sacramental use."

The minister shall leave the pulpit and shall place the water on the head of each person to be baptized, pronouncing the name and saying, "I baptize thee in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Ghost."  The service is to be concluded with prayer.59  

SECTION  VII :  The clerk of the session should keep an accurate record of all persons baptized, with the date, and, in the case of a child, with the names of the parents and the date of birth.  A certificate of baptism should be given to the person baptized.60  

THE LORD’S SUPPER

SECTION VIII: The Lord’s Supper is a memorial of his atoning death and signifies abiding in Christ and feeding spiritually upon him.
  Its observance marks continuance in and loyalty to the visible church on the part of those who have been baptized.
  This sacrament, therefore, is to be observed frequently, as often as the session may decide.
 

SECTION IX: The symbols are the bread and the cup.
 The sacramental acts performed by the minister signify the incarnation of Christ, his atoning death, and his resurrection.
  The acts performed by the communicants signify their acceptance of Christ,
 the Savior, and their feeding upon Him who is the bread of Life, to their spiritual nourishment and growth in grace.7
SECTION X: The Lord’s Supper is to be administered to those who have been baptized and are of years and ability to examine themselves and are members of the church in good standing,8 either of the congregation which is observing the sacrament or of other congregations of the church.  This standard of admission to the sacrament is that commonly referred to as “Close Communion.”9
SECTION XI: It is the privilege and duty of every member to observe the Lord’s Supper regularly and with careful preparation.10
SECTION XII: All services connected with the Lord’s Supper should reverently present the Lord Jesus and his redeeming love.11 The psalms, the scripture, and the sermon should center in Christ and his death upon the cross and in the blessings which flow therefrom.12 The words of institution (I Corinthians 11:23-27) should be explained showing the authority of Christ, the purpose of the supper, and the significance of the symbols and of the sacramental acts.13
SECTION XIII: The people should be reminded of the duty of self-examination (I Corinthians 11: 23-27) and warned against partaking of the supper unworthily.  Passages of warning and invitation may be read from the Scriptures.14 The people should be invited to come to the Lord’s table in their customary manner, during the singing of an appropriate psalm, such as the twenty-fourth or the one hundred and sixteenth.15
SECTION XIV: The minister shall take his place beside the table bearing the elements.16 When all is ready he shall lift the bread and cup and exhibit them to the communicants using words such as these:

“The Lord Jesus, the same night in which he was betrayed, took bread” and also the cup, a sacramental act significant of his taking a human nature into union with his divine person.  Following his command and example, I take this bread and this cup and exhibit them to you as the sacramental symbols of the body and blood of the Lord.17
Replacing the elements, the minister shall say:

“After the Lord Jesus had taken the bread and the cup, he blessed them, a sacramental act which signifies the consecration of his human nature to the work which he came to do.  Let us engage in prayer and consecrate the elements.”18
The form to be used is:

“Bless so much of the elements as shall be used on 
this occasion, which we hereby set apart from a common to a sacramental use, in the name and by the authority of the Lord Jesus Christ, the Head of the Church.”19
The minister shall take the bread and break it, saying:

“After the Lord Jesus had blessed the bread he brake it, a sacramental act significant of his suffering and death upon the cross.  Following his example I break this bread (here the bread is broken) and give it to you his disciples, Saying as He said (here the bread is offered) ‘Take; eat; this is my body Which is broken for you; this do in remembrance of me.’”20
He shall then take the cup and give it to the communicants, saying:

“After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, ‘This cup is the New Testament in my blood; this do ye, as often as ye drink it , in remembrance of me.’”21
After a brief pause he shall continue:

“For as often as ye eat this bread and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord’s death till he come.”22
This service shall be concluded with a prayer of thanksgiving, praise, and the benediction.23
SECTION XV: Special sermons may fittingly follow the communion, to deepen its impressions and to guide to more definite Christian obedience.  These should deal with the great issues and objectives of the Church of Christ.24
CHAPTER  9

OF  FASTING  AND  OF  THE  OBSERVATION

OF  THE  DAYS  OF  THANKSGIVING

SECTION  I :  There is no day under the Gospel commanded to be kept holy except the Lord's Day, which is the Christian Sabbath.1
SECTION  II :  Nevertheless, to observe days of fasting and thanksgiving, as the extraordinary dispensations of divine providence may direct, we judge both scriptural and rational.2  

SECTION  III :  Fasts and thanksgivings may be observed by individual Christians or families in private, by particular congregations, by a number of congregations contiguous to each other, by the congregations under the care of a presbytery or of a synod, or by all the congregations of our church.3  

SECTION  IV :  It must be left to the judgment and discretion of every Christian and family to determine when it is proper to observe a private fast or thanksgiving, and to the church sessions to determine for particular congregations, and to the presbyteries or higher courts to determine for larger districts.4  

SECTION  V :  Public notice is to be given a convenient time before the day of fasting or thanksgiving comes, that persons may so order their temporal affairs, that they may properly attend to the duties thereof.5  

SECTION  VI :  There shall be public worship on all such days, and let the prayers, psalms, portions of scripture to be read, and sermons be all in a special manner adapted to the occasion.6  

SECTION  VII :  On fast days let the minister point out the authority and providences calling to the observation thereof, and let him spend more than a usual portion of time in solemn prayer, particular confession of sin, especially of the sins of the day and place, with their aggravations, which have brought down the judgments of heaven.  And let the whole day be spent in deep humiliation and mourning before God.7  

SECTION  VIII :  On days of thanksgiving he is to give the like information respecting the authority and providences which call to the observance of them and to spend a more than usual part of the time in the giving of thanks, agreeably to the occasion, and in singing psalms of praise.8  It is the duty of people on these days to rejoice with holy gladness of heart, but let trembling be so joined with our mirth, that no excess or unbecoming levity be indulged.9
CHAPTER  10

THE  DIRECTORY  FOR  SECRET  AND  FAMILY  WORSHIP

SECTION  I :  Besides the public worship in congregations, it is the indispensable duty of each person, alone, in secret,1 and of every family, by itself, in private, to pray to and worship God.2  

SECTION  II :  Secret  worship is most plainly enjoined by our Lord and was clearly the practice and the example of our Lord.3  In this duty everyone, by himself, is to spend some time in prayer,4 reading the scriptures,5 holy meditation,6 and serious self-examination.7  The many advantages arising from a conscientious discharge of these duties are best known to those who are found in the faithful discharge of them.8  

SECTION  III :  Family worship,9 which ought to be performed by every family daily, consists in prayer,10 reading the scriptures,11 and singing praises.12 

SECTION  IV :  The head of the family, who is to lead in this service,13 ought to be careful that all members of his household duly attend and that none withdraw themselves unnecessarily from any part of family worship and that all refrain from their common business while the scriptures are read, and gravely attend to the same, no less than when prayer or praise is offered up.14  

SECTION  V : Let the heads of families be careful to instruct their children and servants in the principles of religion.15  Every proper opportunity ought to be embraced for such instruction.16  

CHAPTER  11

OF  THE  VISITATION  OF  THE  SICK

SECTION  I :  When persons are sick, it is their duty, before their strength and understanding fail them, to send for their minister and make known to him, with prudence, their spiritual state or to consult him on the concerns of their precious souls.1  And it is his duty to visit them, at their request, and to apply himself, with all tenderness and love, to administer spiritual good to their immortal souls.2  

SECTION  II :  He shall instruct the sick out of the scriptures, that diseases arise not out of the ground, nor do they come by chance, but that they are directed and sent by a wise and holy God, either for corruption of sin, for the trial of grace, for improvement in religion, or for other important ends;3 and that they shall work together for good to all those who make a wise improvement of God's visitation, neither despising his chastening hand nor fainting under his rebuke.4  

SECTION  III :  If the minister finds the sick person to be grossly ignorant, he shall instruct him in the nature of repentance and faith, and the way of acceptance with God, through the mediation and atonement of Jesus Christ.5 

SECTION  IV :  He shall exhort the sick to examine himself, to search his heart, and try his former ways by the word of God, and shall assist him by mentioning some of the obvious marks and evidences of sincere piety.6  

SECTION  V :  If the sick person signify any scruple, doubt, or temptation under which he labors, the minister must endeavor to resolve his doubts and administer instruction and direction, as the case may seem to require.7  

SECTION  VI :  If the sick appear to be a stupid, thoughtless, and hardened sinner, he shall endeavor to awaken his mind, to arouse his conscience, to convince him of the evil and danger of sin, of the curse of the law and the wrath of God due to sinners, to bring him to a humble and penitential sense of his iniquities,8 and state before him the grace and mercy of God in and through the glorious Redeemer,9 the absolute necessity of faith and repentance, in order to his being interested in the favor of God or his obtaining everlasting happiness.10  

SECTION  VII :  If the sick person shall appear to have knowledge, to be of a tender conscience, and to have been endeavoring to serve God in uprightness, though not without many failings and sinful infirmities, or if his spirit be broken with a sense of sin, or through apprehensions of the want of the divine favor,11 then it will be proper to administer consolation and encouragement to him, by setting before him the freeness and riches of the grace of God, the all-sufficiency of the righteousness of Christ, and the supporting promises of the Gospel.12  

SECTION  VIII :  The minister must endeavor to guard the sick person against ill-grounded persuasions of the mercy of God without a vital union to Christ,13 and against unreasonable fears of death, and desponding discouragements,14 against presumption upon his own goodness and merit,15 upon the one hand, and against despair of the mercy and grace of God in Jesus Christ, on the other.16  

SECTION  IX :  In one word, it is the minister's duty to administer to the sick person instruction, conviction, support, consolation, or encouragement, as his case may seem to require.17  At the proper time, when he is most composed, the minister shall pray with and for him.18  

SECTION  X :  Lastly, the minister may improve the present occasion to exhort those about the sick, to consider their mortality,19 to turn to the Lord and make their peace with him,20 and in health to prepare for sickness, death, and judgment.21  

CHAPTER  12

OF  THE  BURIAL  OF  THE  DEAD

SECTION  I :  When any person departs this life, let the corpse be taken care of in a decent manner1 and be kept a proper and sufficient time before internment.2   

SECTION  II :  When the season for the funeral comes, let the dead body be decently attended to the grave and interred.3  During such solemn occasions let all who attend conduct themselves with becoming gravity and apply themselves to serious meditation or discourse,4 and the minister, if present, may exhort them to consider the frailty of life and the importance of being prepared for death and eternity.5 

CHAPTER  13

OF  THE  MODE  OF  INFLICTING

CHURCH  CENSURES

(Proof Texts Revised by L. DeBoer)

SECTION  I :  The power which Christ has given the rulers of his church is for edification and not for destruction.1  As, in the preaching of the word, the wicked are doctrinally separated from the good, so, by discipline, the church authoritatively makes a distinction between the righteous and the profane.2  In this, she acts the part of a tender mother, correcting her children only for their good,3 that every one of them may be presented faultless in the day of the Lord Jesus.4  

SECTION  II :  When any member of a church shall have been guilty of a fault deserving censure, the judicatory shall proceed with all tenderness and restore their offending brother  in the spirit of meekness, considering themselves, lest they also be tempted.5  Censure ought to be inflicted with great solemnity, that it may be the means of impressing the mind of the delinquent with a proper sense of his danger, while he stands excluded from the privileges of the church of the living God,6 and that, with the divine blessing, it may lead him to repentance.7  

SECTION  III :  When the judicatory has resolved to pass sentence, suspending a member from church privileges, the moderator shall address him to the following purpose:  

Whereas you are guilty (by your own confession or convicted by sufficient proof, as the case may be) of the sin of (here mention the particular offense) we declare you suspended from the sacraments of the church, till you give satisfactory evidence of the sincerity of your repentance.  

To this shall be added such advice, admonition, or rebukes as may be judged necessary, and the whole shall be concluded by prayer to Almighty God, that he would follow this act of discipline with his blessing.  We judge it prudent, in general, that such censures be inflicted in the presence of the judicatory only, but if any church thinks it expedient to rebuke the offender publicly, this solemn suspension from the sacraments may be in the presence of the congregation.8  

SECTION  IV :  After any person has been thus suspended from the sacraments, it is proper that the minister and elders and other Christians should frequently converse with him, as well as pray for him in private, that it would please God to give him repentance.  And it may be requisite likewise, particularly on days preparatory to the dispensing of the Lord's Supper, that the prayers of the church be offered up for those unhappy persons who, by their wickedness, have shut themselves out from this holy communion.9  

SECTION  V :  When the judicatory shall be satisfied as to the reality of the repentance of any offender, he shall be admitted to profess his repentance and restored to the privileges of the church, which restoration shall be declared to the penitent in the presence of the session or of the congregation and followed with prayer and thanksgiving.10
SECTION  VI :  When any offender has been adjudged to be cut off from the communion of the church, it is proper that the sentence be publicly pronounced against him.11  

SECTION  VII :  The design of excommunication is to operate upon the offender as a means of reclaiming him,12 to deliver the church from the scandal of his offense, and to inspire all with fear by the example of his punishment.13  The minister shall give the church or congregation a short narrative of the several steps which have been taken with respect to their offending brother and inform them that it has been found necessary to cut him off from the communion and shall in the presence of the church or congregation pronounce this sentence in the following or like form:  

He shall begin by showing the authority of the church to cast out unworthy members, from Mat. 18: 15,16,17, and 18;  I Cor. 5: 1,2,3,4, and 5, and shall briefly explain the nature, use, and consequences of this censure, warning the people to avoid all unnecessary intercourse with him who is cast out.  

Then he shall say, 

"Whereas A.  B.  has been by sufficient proof convicted of (here insert the sin) and after much admonition and prayer obstinately refuses to hear the church and has manifested no evidence of repentance;  therefore, in the name and by the authority of the Lord Jesus Christ, I pronounce him to be excluded from the communion of the church." 

After which prayer shall be made that the blessing of God shall follow his ordinance, for the conviction and reformation of the excommunicated person and for the establishment of all true believers.   

SECTION  VIII :  When one who has been excommunicated shall be so affected with his state as to be brought to repentance and to desire to be re-admitted to the privileges of the church, the session, having obtained sufficient evidence of his sincere penitence, shall, with the advice and concurrence of the presbytery, restore him.  In order to which the minister shall, on two Lord's days previous thereto, inform the congregation of the measures which have been taken with the excommunicated person and of the resolution of the session to receive him again to the communion of the church.14  

On the day appointed for his restoration, when the other parts of divine service are ended, before pronouncing the blessing, the minister shall call upon the excommunicated person and propose to him, in the presence of the congregation, the following questions:  

"Do you, from a deep sense of your great wickedness, freely confess your sin in thus rebelling against God and in refusing to hear his church, and do you acknowledge that you have been in justice and mercy cut off from the communion of the saints?"  Answer, "I do".  "Do you now voluntarily profess your sincere repentance and deep contrition for your sin and obstinacy, and do you humbly ask the forgiveness of God and of his church?"  Answer, "I do."  "Do you sincerely promise, through divine grace, to live in all humbleness of mind and circumspection and to endeavor to adorn the doctrine of God our Savior, by having your conversation as becomes the Gospel?" Answer, "I do."

Here the minister shall give the penitent a suitable exhortation, addressing him in the bowels of brotherly love, encouraging and comforting him.  Then he shall pronounce the sentence of restoration, in the following words:  

"Whereas you, A.  B.  , have been shut off from the communion of the faithful but have now manifested such repentance as satisfies the church, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by his authority, I declare you absolved from the sentence of excommunication formerly denounced against you, and I do receive you into the communion of the church, that you may be a partaker of all the benefits of the Lord Jesus, to your eternal salvation."  

The whole shall be concluded with prayer, and the people dismissed with the usual blessing.  

CHAPTER  14

OF  THE  SOLEMNIZATION  OF  MARRIAGE

SECTION  I :  Marriage is not a sacrament, nor peculiar to the church of Christ.1  It is proper that every commonwealth, for the good of society, make laws to regulate marriage, which all citizens are bound to obey.2  

SECTION  II :  Christians ought to marry in the Lord;3  therefore it is fit that their marriage be solemnized by a lawful minister, that special instruction may be given to them and suitable prayers made when they enter into this relation.4  

SECTION  III :  Marriage is to be between one man and one woman only,5 and they are not to be within the degrees of consanguinity or affinity prohibited by the word of God.6  

SECTION  IV :  The parties ought to be of such years of discretion as to be capable of making their own choice, and, if they be underage or live with their parents, the consent of the parents, or others under whose care they are, ought to be previously obtained and well certified to the minister, before he proceeds to solemnize the marriage.7  

SECTION  V :  Parents ought neither to compel their children to marry contrary to their inclinations nor to deny their consent without just and important reasons.8  

SECTION  VI :  Marriage is of a public nature.  The welfare of civil society, the happiness of families, and the credit of religion are deeply interested in it.  Therefore the purpose of marriage ought to be sufficiently published a proper time previously to the solemnization of it.9  It is enjoined on all ministers to be careful that, in this matter, they neither transgress the laws of God, nor the laws of the community;  and, that they may not destroy the peace and comfort of families, they must be properly certified with respect to the parties applying to them, that no just objections lie against their marriage.10   

SECTION  VII :  Marriage must always be performed before a competent number of witnesses and at any time, except on a day of public humiliation.  We advise that it be not on the Lord's day.  The minister is to give a certificate of the marriage when required.  

SECTION  VIII :  When the parties present themselves for marriage, the minister is to desire if there is any person present who knows any lawful reason why these persons may not be joined together in the marriage relation, that they will now make it known, or ever after hold their peace.  

No objections being made, he is then severally to address himself to the parties to be married, in the following or like words:  

"You, the man, declare, in the presence of God, that you do not know any reason, by pre-contract or otherwise, why you may not lawfully marry this woman." 
Upon his declaring he does not, the minister shall address himself to the bride in the same or similar words:  

"You, the woman, declare, in the presence of God, that you do not know any reason, by pre-contract or otherwise, why you may not lawfully marry this man." 

Upon her declaring she does not, he is to begin with prayer for the presence and blessing of God.  The minister shall then proceed to give them some instruction from the Scriptures, respecting the institution and duties of this state, showing: 

"That God has instituted marriage for the comfort and happiness of mankind11, in declaring a man shall forsake his father and mother and cleave unto his wife and that marriage is honorable in all;12  that he has appointed various duties which are incumbent upon those who enter into this relation, such as a high esteem and mutual love for one another, bearing with each other's infirmities and weaknesses to which human nature is subject in its present lapsed state, to encourage each other in the various ills of life, to comfort one another in sickness, in honesty and industry to provide for each other's temporal support, to pray for and encourage one another in the things which pertain to God and to their immortal souls, and to live together as the heirs of the grace of life."13 

Then the minister shall cause the bridegroom and bride to join their hands and shall pronounce the marriage covenant first to the man, in these words:

"You take this woman, whom you hold by the hand, to be your lawful and married wife, and you promise and covenant, in the presence of God and these witnesses, that you will be unto her a loving and faithful husband, until you shall be separated by death."14 

The bridegroom shall express his consent by saying, "Yes, I do."

Then the minister shall address himself to the woman, in these words:      

"You take this man, whom you hold by the hand, to be your lawful and married husband, and you promise and covenant, in the presence of God and these witnesses, that you will be unto him a loving, faithful, and obedient wife, until you are separated by death."15 

The bride shall express her consent by saying, "Yes, I do."  

Then the minister is to say:

"I recognize that you are husband and wife, according to the ordinance of God;  whom therefore God has joined together let no man put asunder."16 

After this the minister may exhort them in a few words, to the mutual discharge of their duty.  Then let him conclude with prayer suitable to the occasion.  Let the minister keep a proper register of the names of all persons whom he marries and of the time of their marriage, for the perusal of all who it may concern. 

CHAPTER  15

OF  ASSOCIATIONS  IN  THIS  WORLD

SECTION  I :  There are three institutions ordained of God:  the family, established in Eden to provide a suitable help for man;1  the civil state, established after the Deluge to restrain the wickedness of men;2  the church, established by the call of Abraham to provide a visible society of professors.3  

SECTION  II :  It is therefore sinful to associate with any lodge teaching secret doctrines and ancient mysteries of pagan or Babylonian origin,4 or with any business organization, professional association, labor union, political party, etc., that seeks to maintain or promote itself by sin,5 or with any organization that professes aims of a religious character but does not recognize the utter impossibility of doing any good apart from the grace of God, causing men to trust in princes and to place their hope in the kingdom of men.6 

CHAPTER  16

THE  USE  OF  ALCOHOLIC  BEVERAGES

SECTION  I :  Two kinds of wine are spoken of in the Scripture, the non-fermented1 and the fermented.2  When the scriptures present drinking wine as a blessing from God or an acceptable and moral social custom of the Hebrews, it is the non-fermented wine that is in view.3  When the scriptures condemn the use of wine it is the fermented wine that is in view.4  

SECTION  II :  The words "yayin"5 (in the Hebrew), and "oinos"6 (in the Greek), usually translated wine, and the word "shechar"7 (in the Hebrew), usually mistranslated as "strong drink", are generic terms, and can refer to alcoholic or non-alcoholic beverages.  The context must determine which is being referred to and whether its use is approved or condemned.   

SECTION  III :  As drunkenness8 and its attendant sins9, as well as impairing one's health with harmful beverages is condemned as sinful 10, the social use of alcoholic beverages is forbidden by the scriptures.11  Although alcoholic wine may appear innocent the scriptures consistently warn not to be deceived by its harmless appearance.12  As the scriptures do not condone the use of alcoholic beverages all communion wine shall be of the non-fermented type.13
THE  END

1.  O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is; To see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary.  Because thy lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise thee.  Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up my hands in thy name.  Psalm 63:1-4;  Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: let such as love thy salvation say continually, The LORD be magnified.  Psalm 40:16

3.  But let all those that put their trust in thee rejoice: let them ever shout for joy, because thou defendest them: let them also that love thy name be joyful in thee.  Psalm 5:11;  I will praise thee, O LORD, with my whole heart; I will show forth all thy marvellous works.  I will be glad and rejoice in thee: I will sing praise to thy name, O thou most High.  Psalm 9:1-2  


4.  For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God:  Exodus 34:14;  But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.  John 4:23;  And as they went to tell his disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And they came and held him by the feet, and worshipped him.  Matthew 28:9;  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19  


5.  Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth: Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God.  Exodus 20:4-5;  Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD your God which I command you.  Deuteronomy 4:2;  Ye shall not make with me gods of silver, neither shall ye make unto you gods of gold. An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and shalt sacrifice thereon thy burnt offerings, and thy peace offerings, thy sheep, and thine oxen: in all places where I record my name I will come unto thee, and I will bless thee. And if thou wilt make me an altar of stone, thou shalt not build it of hewn stone: for if thou lift up thy tool upon it, thou hast polluted it.  Exodus 20:23-25;  Which things have indeed a show of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.  


Colossians 2:23;  Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern showed to thee in the mount.  Hebrews 8:5  


6.  Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole…Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.  Acts 4:10,12;  And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him.  Colossians 3:17;  For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.  1 Timothy 2:5;  And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.  Hebrews 12:24  


7.  As the hart panteth after the water brooks, so panteth my soul after thee, O God.  My soul thirsteth for God, for the living God: when shall I come and appear before God?  Psalm 42:1-2;  Whom have I in heaven but thee? and there is none upon earth that I desire beside thee.  My flesh and my heart faileth: but God is the strength of my heart, and my portion for ever.  Psalm 73:25-26;  My soul longeth, yea, even fainteth for the courts of the LORD: my heart and my flesh crieth out for the living God.  Psalm 84:2  


8.  As for me, I will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me.  Evening, and morning, and at noon, will I pray, and cry aloud: and he shall hear my voice.  Psalm 55:16-17 (See also Daniel 6:10);  And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. Luke 4:16;  But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.  Matthew 6:7; What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.  1 Corinthians 14:15  


9.  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.  Matthew 6:6;  And Cornelius said, Four days ago I was fasting until this hour; and at the ninth hour I prayed in my house, and, behold, a man stood before me in bright clothing.  Acts 10:30;  Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put away the strange gods that are among you, and be clean, and change your garments: And let us arise, and go up to Bethel; and I will make there an altar unto God, who answered me in the day of my distress, and was with me in the way which I went. Genesis 35:2-3;  And when he had brought them into his house, he set meat before them, and rejoiced, believing in God with all his house.  Acts 16:34  


10. And thou shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates, and the stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, that are among you, in the place which the LORD thy God hath chosen to place his name there.  Deuteronomy 16:11;  And they continued stedfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.  Acts 2:42;  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.  Hebrews 10:25;  Thrice in the year shall all your men children appear before the Lord GOD, the God of Israel. For I will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither shall any man desire thy land, when thou shalt go up to appear before the LORD thy God thrice in the year. Exodus 34:23-24  


11.  And thou shalt love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.  Deuteronomy 6:5;  O love the LORD, all ye his saints:  Psalm 31:23;  And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord, And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour.  Luke 1:46-47  


12.  Three times in the year all thy males shall appear before the Lord GOD.  Exodus 23:17; Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Exodus 20:8;  But when they departed from Perga, they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down.  Acts 13:14  


13.  Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.  John 20:19;  And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.  Acts 20:7;  Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.  1 Corinthians 16:2;  I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and heard behind me a great voice, as of a trumpet.  Revelation 1:10  


1.  Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.  Exodus 20:8-11


2.  And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made.  And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.  Genesis 2:2-3;  And it shall come to pass, that on the sixth day they shall prepare that which they bring in; and it shall be twice as much as they gather daily…And it came to pass, that on the sixth day they gathered twice as much bread, two omers for one man: and all the rulers of the congregation came and told Moses. And he said unto them, This is that which the LORD hath said, To morrow is the rest of the holy sabbath unto the LORD: bake that which ye will bake to day, and seethe that ye will seethe; and that which remaineth over lay up for you to be kept until the morning. Exodus 16:5,22-23;  And that day was the preparation, and the sabbath drew on…And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment.  


Luke 23:54,56  


3.  In those days saw I in Judah some treading wine presses on the sabbath, and bringing in sheaves, and lading asses; as also wine, grapes, and figs, and all manner of burdens, which they brought into Jerusalem on the sabbath day: and I testified against them in the day wherein they sold victuals.  There dwelt men of Tyre also therein, which brought fish, and all manner of ware, and sold on the sabbath unto the children of Judah, and in Jerusalem.  Then I contended with the nobles of Judah, and said unto them, What evil thing is this that ye do, and profane the sabbath day?  Did not your fathers thus, and did not our God bring all this evil upon us, and upon this city? yet ye bring more wrath upon Israel by profaning the sabbath.  And it came to pass, that when the gates of Jerusalem began to be dark before the sabbath, I commanded that the gates should be shut, and charged that they should not be opened till after the sabbath: and some of my servants set I at the gates, that there should no burden be brought in on the sabbath day.  So the merchants and sellers of all kind of ware lodged without Jerusalem once or twice.  Then I testified against them, and said unto them, Why lodge ye about the wall? if ye do so again, I will lay hands on you. From that time forth came they no more on the sabbath.  And I commanded the Levites that they should cleanse themselves, and that they should come and keep the gates, to sanctify the sabbath day. Remember me, O my God, concerning this also, and spare me according to the greatness of thy mercy.  Nehemiah 13:15-22 (Note: Although the moral requirements of the sabbath are of perpetual obligation on all men, under the New Covenant the civil magistrate does not enforce the first table of the law);  Keep the sabbath day to sanctify it, as the LORD thy God hath commanded thee.  Deuteronomy 5:12  


4.  Six days shall work be done: but the seventh day is the sabbath of rest, an holy convocation; ye shall do no work therein: it is the sabbath of the LORD in all your dwellings.  Leviticus 23:3;  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.  Hebrews 10:25   


5.  And Moses said, Eat that to day; for to day is a sabbath unto the LORD: to day ye shall not find it in the field. Six days ye shall gather it; but on the seventh day, which is the sabbath, in it there shall be none. And it came to pass, that there went out some of the people on the seventh day for to gather, and they found none. And the LORD said unto Moses, How long refuse ye to keep my commandments and my laws?  Exodus 16:25-28;  Thus saith the LORD; Take heed to yourselves, and bear no burden on the sabbath day, nor bring it in by the gates of Jerusalem;…But if ye will not hearken unto me to hallow the sabbath day, and not to bear a burden, even entering in at the gates of Jerusalem on the sabbath day; then will I kindle a fire in the gates thereof, and it shall devour the palaces of Jerusalem, and it shall not be quenched.  


Jeremiah 17:21,27;  If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words: Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.  


Isaiah 58:13-14  


6.  But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: Exodus 20:10;  Six days thou shalt do thy work, and on the seventh day thou shalt rest: that thine ox and thine ass may rest, and the son of thy handmaid, and the stranger, may be refreshed. Exodus 23:12  


7.  And the LORD was very angry with Aaron to have destroyed him: and I prayed for Aaron also the same time…I prayed therefore unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, destroy not thy people and thine inheritance, which thou hast redeemed through thy greatness, which thou hast brought forth out of Egypt with a mighty hand. Remember thy servants, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; look not unto the stubbornness of this people, nor to their wickedness, nor to their sin: Lest the land whence thou broughtest us out say, Because the LORD was not able to bring them into the land which he promised them, and because he hated them, he hath brought them out to slay them in the wilderness. Yet they are thy people and thine inheritance, which thou broughtest out by thy mighty power and by thy stretched out arm.  


Deuteronomy 9:20,26-29;  But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.  Psalm 1:2;  For they could not keep it (Ed. note: the Passover) at that time, because the priests had not sanctified themselves sufficiently, neither had the people gathered themselves together to Jerusalem…But Hezekiah prayed for them, saying, The good LORD pardon every one That prepareth his heart to seek God, the LORD God of his fathers, though he be not cleansed according to the purification of the sanctuary. 2 Chronicles 30:3,18-19;  I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 1 Timothy 2:1-4;  Brethren, pray for us.  1 Thessalonians 5:25;  Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may have free course, and be glorified, even as it is with you: 2 Thessalonians 3:1;  It is a good thing to give thanks unto the LORD, and to sing praises unto thy name, O most High:  To show forth thy lovingkindness in the morning, and thy faithfulness every night.  Psalm 92:1-2  


8.  And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.  Luke 4:16;  Also day by day, from the first day unto the last day, he read in the book of the law of God. And they kept the feast seven days; and on the eighth day was a solemn assembly, according unto the manner.  


Nehemiah 8:18;  Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye. Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come. 1 Corinthians 16:1-2;  And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.  Acts 20:7;  And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works: Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. Hebrews 10:24-25;  For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints.  1 Corinthians 14:33;  Let all things be done decently and in order.  


1 Corinthians 14:40  


9.  Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy…But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates:  Exodus 20:8,10;  It is a good thing to give thanks unto the LORD, and to sing praises unto thy name, O most High: To show forth thy lovingkindness in the morning, and thy faithfulness every night.  Psalm 92:1-2;  If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words: Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.  


Isaiah 58:13-14;  Matthew 12:1-13;  Mark 2:23-3:5;  And he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath… And he laid his hands on her: and immediately she was made straight, and glorified God.  Luke 13:10,13  


1.  Blow up the trumpet in the new moon, in the time appointed, on our solemn feast day.  Psalm 81:3;  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.  Hebrews 10:25;  Six days shall work be done: but the seventh day is the sabbath of rest, an holy convocation; ye shall do no work therein: it is the sabbath of the LORD in all your dwellings.  Leviticus 23:3;  Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: bring an offering, and come before him: worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness.  1 Chronicles 16:29;  O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the LORD our maker.  Psalm 95:6


2.  God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, and to be had in reverence of all them that are about him.  Psalm 89:7;  Keep thy foot when thou goest to the house of God, and be more ready to hear, than to give the sacrifice of fools: for they consider not that they do evil.  Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few.  Ecclesiastes 5:1,2;  But the LORD is in his holy temple: let all the earth keep silence before him.  


Habakkuk 2:20;  Let us come before his presence with thanksgiving, and make a joyful noise unto him with psalms…Harden not your heart, as in the provocation, and as in the day of temptation in the wilderness:  Psalm 95:2,8;  And said unto them that sold doves, Take these things hence; make not my Father’s house an house of merchandise.  John 2:16  


1. When all Israel is come to appear before the LORD thy God in the place which he shall choose, thou shalt read this law before all Israel in their hearing. Gather the people together, men, and women, and children, and thy stranger that is within thy gates, that they may hear, and that they may learn, and fear the LORD your God, and observe to do all the words of this law: And that their children, which have not known any thing, may hear, and learn to fear the LORD your God, as long as ye live in the land whither ye go over Jordan to possess it.  Deuteronomy 31:11-13;  And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of him through all the region round about. And he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all. And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias.  Luke 4:14-17;  And when this epistle is read among you, cause that it be read also in the church of the Laodiceans; and that ye likewise read the epistle from Laodicea.  Colossians 4:16;  I charge you by the Lord that this epistle be read unto all the holy brethren.  1 Thessalonians 5:27;  But when they departed from Perga, they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down. And after the reading of the law and the prophets the rulers of the synagogue sent unto them, saying, Ye men and brethren, if ye have any word of exhortation for the people, say on…Men and brethren, children of the stock of Abraham, and whosoever among you feareth God, to you is the word of this salvation sent. For they that dwell at Jerusalem, and their rulers, because they knew him not, nor yet the voices of the prophets which are read every sabbath day, they have fulfilled them in condemning him.  Acts 13:14-15, 26-27  


2.  And he (Moses) took the book of the covenant, and read in the audience of the people: and they said, All that the LORD hath said will we do, and be obedient. Exodus 24:7;  And afterward he read all the words of the law, the blessings and cursings, according to all that is written in the book of the law. There was not a word of all that Moses commanded, which Joshua read not before all the congregation of Israel, with the women, and the little ones, and the strangers that were conversant among them.  


Joshua 8:34-35;  Then Jeremiah called Baruch the son of Neriah: and Baruch wrote from the mouth of Jeremiah all the words of the LORD, which he had spoken unto him, upon a roll of a book. And Jeremiah commanded Baruch, saying, I am shut up; I cannot go into the house of the LORD: Therefore go thou, and read in the roll, which thou hast written from my mouth, the words of the LORD in the ears of the people in the LORD’S house upon the fasting day: and also thou shalt read them in the ears of all Judah that come out of their cities. Jeremiah 36:4-6;  And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of him through all the region round about. And he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all. And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias.  Luke 4:14-17;  And no man taketh this honour unto himself, but he that is called of God, as was Aaron.  Hebrews 5:4  


3.  And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people; (for he was above all the people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood up…So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading.  Nehemiah 8:5,8;  And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven. Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language. And they were all amazed and marvelled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans? And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born?…we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God.  Acts 2:4-8,11  


4.  And all the people gathered themselves together as one man into the street that was before the water gate; and they spake unto Ezra the scribe to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the LORD had commanded to Israel. And Ezra the priest brought the law before the congregation both of men and women, and all that could hear with understanding, upon the first day of the seventh month. And he read therein before the street that was before the water gate from the morning until midday, before the men and the women, and those that could understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive unto the book of the law.  Nehemiah 8:1-3;  And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of him through all the region round about. And he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all. And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down.  Luke 4:14-20  


5.  And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people; (for he was above all the people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood up…So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading.  Nehemiah 8:5,8;  And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight. And there were many lights in the upper chamber, where they were gathered together. And there sat in a window a certain young man named Eutychus, being fallen into a deep sleep: and as Paul was long preaching, he sunk down with sleep, and fell down from the third loft, and was taken up dead. Acts 20:7-9  (Note: This proof-text is quoted only to show that the preacher must have regard to the human frailties of his hearers and not to cast any aspersions on the apostle's preaching in these special circumstances).  


1.  Serve the LORD with gladness: come before his presence with singing…Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name.  Psalm 100:2,4;  Praise ye the LORD. Praise God in his sanctuary: praise him in the firmament of his power.  Psalm 150:1;  And when they had sung an hymn, they went out into the mount of Olives.  Matthew 26:30;  Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto thee.  Hebrews 2:12  


2.  Is any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms.  James 5:13;  Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him, talk ye of all his wondrous works.  1 Chronicles 16:9;  Sing unto the LORD, O ye saints of his, and give thanks at the remembrance of his holiness.  Psalm 30:4;  By him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to his name.  Hebrews 13:15  


3.  Sing praises to God, sing praises: sing praises unto our King, sing praises.  For God is the King of all the earth: sing ye praises with understanding.  Psalm 47:6-7;  What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.  1 Corinthians 14:15  


4.  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.  Colossians 3:16;  Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord.  Ephesians 5:19  


5.  And she looked, and, behold, the king stood at his pillar at the entering in, and the princes and the trumpets by the king: and all the people of the land rejoiced, and sounded with trumpets, also the singers with instruments of music, and such as taught to sing praise.  2 Chronicles 23:13  


6.  O bless our God, ye people, and make the voice of his praise to be heard:  Psalm 66:8;  I will praise thee, O LORD, with my whole heart; I will show forth all thy marvellous works.  Psalm 9:1


7.  Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord.  Ephesians 5:19;  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.  Colossians 3:16;  Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him: talk ye of all his wondrous works.  Psalm 105:2;  Let us come before his presence with thanksgiving, and make a joyful noise unto him with psalms.  Psalm 95:2;  And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the priests in their apparel with trumpets, and the Levites the sons of Asaph with cymbals, to praise the LORD, after the ordinance of David king of Israel. And they sang together by course in praising and giving thanks unto the LORD; because he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever toward Israel. And all the people shouted with a great shout, when they praised the LORD, because the foundation of the house of the LORD was laid.  Ezra 3:10-11  


8.  Now these be the last words of David. David the son of Jesse said, and the man who was raised up on high, the anointed of the God of Jacob, and the sweet psalmist of Israel, said, The Spirit of the LORD spake by me, and his word was in my tongue.  2 Samuel 23:1-2;  What thing soever I command you, observe to do it: thou shalt not add thereto, nor diminish from it.  


Deuteronomy 12:32;  But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.  Matthew 15:9  


9.  And Hezekiah commanded to offer the burnt offering upon the altar. And when the burnt offering began, the song of the LORD began also with the trumpets, and with the instruments ordained by David king of Israel. And all the congregation worshipped, and the singers sang, and the trumpeters sounded: and all this continued until the burnt offering was finished.  And when they had made an end of offering, the king and all that were present with him bowed themselves, and worshipped. Moreover Hezekiah the king and the princes commanded the Levites to sing praise unto the LORD with the words of David, and of Asaph the seer. And they sang praises with gladness, and they bowed their heads and worshipped.   2 Chronicles 29:27-30;  Which things have indeed a show of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.  


Colossians 2:23  


1.  And Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD in the presence of all the congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands toward heaven:  1 Kings 8:22  


2. And said, O LORD God of Israel, there is no God like thee in the heaven, nor in the earth; which keepest covenant, and showest mercy unto thy servants, that walk before thee with all their hearts:  2 Chronicles 6:14;  And I prayed unto the LORD my God, and made my confession, and said, O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments;  Daniel 9:4  


3.  And said, O my God, I am ashamed and blush to lift up my face to thee, my God: for our iniquities are increased over our head, and our trespass is grown up unto the heavens. Since the days of our fathers have we been in a great trespass unto this day; and for our iniquities have we, our kings, and our priests, been delivered into the hand of the kings of the lands, to the sword, to captivity, and to a spoil, and to confusion of face, as it is this day…O LORD God of Israel, thou art righteous: for we remain yet escaped, as it is this day: behold, we are before thee in our trespasses: for we cannot stand before thee because of this.  


Ezra 9:6-7,15  


4.  But will God in very deed dwell with men on the earth? behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house which I have built! Have respect therefore to the prayer of thy servant, and to his supplication, O LORD my God, to hearken unto the cry and the prayer which thy servant prayeth before thee: That thine eyes may be open upon this house day and night, upon the place whereof thou hast said that thou wouldest put thy name there; to hearken unto the prayer which thy servant prayeth toward this place. Hearken therefore unto the supplications of thy servant, and of thy people Israel, which they shall make toward this place: hear thou from thy dwelling place, even from heaven; and when thou hearest, forgive.  2 Chronicles 6:18-21;  Bow down thine ear, O LORD, hear me: for I am poor and needy.  Psalm 86:1  


5.  Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.  Romans 8:26  


6.  Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.  Romans 5:1-2;  But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.  Ephesians 2:13;  Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.  John 14:6;  And in that day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he will give it you.  John 16:23  


7.  And Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD in the presence of all the congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands toward heaven:  1 Kings 8:22  


8.  The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament showeth his handywork.  Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night showeth knowledge.  There is no speech nor language, where their voice is not heard.  Psalm 19:1-3;  Bless the LORD, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.  Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits:  Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender mercies; Who satisfieth thy mouth with good things; so that thy youth is renewed like the eagle’s.  The LORD executeth righteousness and judgment for all that are oppressed.  Psalm 103:1-6;  Declare his glory among the heathen, his wonders among all people.  For the LORD is great, and greatly to be praised: he is to be feared above all gods.  For all the gods of the nations are idols: but the LORD made the heavens.  Honour and majesty are before him: strength and beauty are in his sanctuary.  Give unto the LORD, O ye kindreds of the people, give unto the LORD glory and strength.  Psalm 96:3-7;  Which in his times he shall show, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords; Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.  1 Timothy 6:16  


9.  I will mention the lovingkindnesses of the LORD, and the praises of the LORD, according to all that the LORD hath bestowed on us, and the great goodness toward the house of Israel, which he hath bestowed on them according to his mercies, and according to the multitude of his lovingkindnesses.  Isaiah 63:7;  I thank thee, and praise thee, O thou God of my fathers, who hast given me wisdom and might, and hast made known unto me now what we desired of thee: for thou hast now made known unto us the king’s matter.  Daniel 2:23;  And he came by the Spirit into the temple: and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him after the custom of the law, Then took he him up in his arms, and blessed God, and said, Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to thy word: For mine eyes have seen thy salvation, Which thou hast prepared before the face of all people; A light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy people Israel. Luke 2:27-32  


10.  Have mercy upon me, O God, according to thy lovingkindness: according unto the multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my transgressions.  Wash me thoroughly from mine iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.  For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is ever before me.  Psalm 51:1-3;  And I prayed unto the LORD my God, and made my confession, and said, O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments; We have sinned, and have committed iniquity, and have done wickedly, and have rebelled, even by departing from thy precepts and from thy judgments: Neither have we hearkened unto thy servants the prophets, which spake in thy name to our kings, our princes, and our fathers, and to all the people of the land. O Lord, righteousness belongeth unto thee, but unto us confusion of faces, as at this day; to the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto all Israel, that are near, and that are far off, through all the countries whither thou hast driven them, because of their trespass that they have trespassed against thee. O Lord, to us belongeth confusion of face, to our kings, to our princes, and to our fathers, because we have sinned against thee. To the Lord our God belong mercies and forgivenesses, though we have rebelled against him; Neither have we obeyed the voice of the LORD our God, to walk in his laws, which he set before us by his servants the prophets. Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy law, even by departing, that they might not obey thy voice; therefore the curse is poured upon us, and the oath that is written in the law of Moses the servant of God, because we have sinned against him.  Daniel 9:4-11  


11.  Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.  Hide thy face from my sins, and blot out all mine iniquities.  Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.  Cast me not away from thy presence; and take not thy holy spirit from me.  Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy free spirit.  Psalm 51:7,9-12; Remember not the sins of my youth, nor my transgressions: according to thy mercy remember thou me for thy goodness’ sake, O LORD…For thy name’s sake, O LORD, pardon mine iniquity; for it is great.  Psalm 25:7,11;  But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.  1 Peter 5:10;  Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Jesus our Lord, According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:  2 Peter 1:2-3  


12.  That be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with the wicked: and that the righteous should be as the wicked, that be far from thee: Shall not the Judge of all the earth do right?  Genesis 18:25;  And Moses besought the LORD his God, and said, LORD, why doth thy wrath wax hot against thy people, which thou hast brought forth out of the land of Egypt with great power, and with a mighty hand? Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, and say, For mischief did he bring them out, to slay them in the mountains, and to consume them from the face of the earth? Turn from thy fierce wrath, and repent of this evil against thy people.  Exodus 32:11-12;  And Asa cried unto the LORD his God, and said, LORD, it is nothing with thee to help, whether with many, or with them that have no power: help us, O LORD our God; for we rest on thee, and in thy name we go against this multitude. O LORD, thou art our God; let not man prevail against thee.  2 Chronicles 14:11  


13. Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.  James 5:16;  Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.  Ephesians 6:18;  I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty.  1 Timothy 2:1-2;  Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation…Pray for us: for we trust we have a good conscience, in all things willing to live honestly. Hebrews 13:7,18    


14.  And Hezekiah received the letter of the hand of the messengers, and read it: and Hezekiah went up into the house of the LORD, and spread it before the LORD. And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD, and said, O LORD God of Israel, which dwellest between the cherubims, thou art the God, even thou alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth; thou hast made heaven and earth. LORD, bow down thine ear, and hear: open, LORD, thine eyes, and see: and hear the words of Sennacherib, which hath sent him to reproach the living God. Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria have destroyed the nations and their lands, And have cast their gods into the fire: for they were no gods, but the work of men’s hands, wood and stone: therefore they have destroyed them. Now therefore, O LORD our God, I beseech thee, save thou us out of his hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may know that thou art the LORD God, even thou only.  2 Kings 19:14-19;  And being let go, they went to their own company, and reported all that the chief priests and elders had said unto them. And when they heard that, they lifted up their voice to God with one accord, and said, Lord, thou art God, which hast made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all that in them is: Who by the mouth of thy servant David hast said, Why did the heathen rage, and the people imagine vain things? The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ. For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together, For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel determined before to be done. And now, Lord, behold their threatenings: and grant unto thy servants, that with all boldness they may speak thy word.  Acts 4:23-29;  Peter therefore was kept in prison: but prayer was made without ceasing of the church unto God for him.  Acts 12:5;  Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy, To the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and for ever. Amen.

15. Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be acceptable in thy sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer.

1.  For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.  For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him. For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.  Romans 10:11-17  


2.  For Ezra had prepared his heart to seek the law of the LORD, and to do it, and to teach in Israel statutes and judgments.  Ezra 7:10;  Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee.  


1 Timothy 4:16  


3.  Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.  2 Timothy 2:15  


4.  Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.  2 Timothy 4:2;  O Timothy, keep that which is committed to thy trust, avoiding profane and vain babblings, and oppositions of science falsely so called:  1 Timothy 6:20;  Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness.  2 Timothy 2:15-16  


5.  Also Jeshua, and Bani, and Sherebiah, Jamin, Akkub, Shabbethai, Hodijah, Maaseiah, Kelita, Azariah, Jozabad, Hanan, Pelaiah, and the Levites, caused the people to understand the law: and the people stood in their place. So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading.  Nehemiah 8:7-8;  And he read therein before the street that was before the water gate from the morning until midday, before the men and the women, and those that could understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive unto the book of the law…And all the people went their way to eat, and to drink, and to send portions, and to make great mirth, because they had understood the words that were declared unto them.  Nehemiah 8:3,12  


6.  For Ezra had prepared his heart to seek the law of the LORD, and to do it, and to teach in Israel statutes and judgments.  Ezra 7:10;  Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery. Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee.  


1 Timothy 4:13-16  


7.  Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.  2 Timothy 4:2  


8.  …and the Levites, caused the people to understand the law: and the people stood in their place. 8So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading.  Nehemiah 8:7-8;  And Philip ran thither to him, and heard him read the prophet Esaias, and said, Understandest thou what thou readest? And he said, How can I, except some man should guide me? And he desired Philip that he would come up and sit with him…Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at the same scripture, and preached unto him Jesus.  Acts 8:30-31,35  


9.  These things command and teach. Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.  1 Timothy 4:11-12;  The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed: Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; Neither as being lords over God’s heritage, but being ensamples to the flock. 1 Peter 5:1-3  


10. And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people; (for he was above all the people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood up: And Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God. And all the people answered, Amen, Amen, with lifting up their hands: and they bowed their heads, and worshipped the LORD with their faces to the ground. Also…the Levites, caused the people to understand the law: and the people stood in their place. 11.  At that time Jesus answered and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes. Even so, Father: for so it seemed good in thy sight.  Matthew 11:25-26  (See also Luke 10:21).  


12.  And when they had sung an hymn, they went out into the mount of Olives.  Matthew 26:30  


13.  Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye. 2Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.  1 Corinthians 16:1-2  


14.  And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Speak unto Aaron and unto his sons, saying, On this wise ye shall bless the children of Israel, saying unto them, The LORD bless thee, and keep thee: The LORD make his face shine upon thee, and be gracious unto thee: The LORD lift up his countenance upon thee, and give thee peace. And they shall put my name upon the children of Israel; and I will bless them.  


Numbers 6:22-27;  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen.  


2 Corinthians 13:14  


15.  Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.  Acts 20:28;  But when they departed from Perga, they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down. And after the reading of the law and the prophets the rulers of the synagogue sent unto them, saying, Ye men and brethren, if ye have any word of exhortation for the people, say on.  Acts 13:14-15;  Lay hands suddenly on no man, neither be partaker of other men’s sins: keep thyself pure. 1 Timothy 5:22  


1. Genesis 17:7-10; Exodus 12;  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19;  And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body. And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.  Matthew 26:26-28;  Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.  Galatians 3:16  


2.  I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:  Matthew 3:11;  The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ:  1 Peter 3:21;  For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh: But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.  


Romans 2:28-29;  And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had yet being uncircumcised: that he might be the father of all them that believe, though they be not circumcised; that righteousness might be imputed unto them also:  Romans 4:11    


3.  The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ:  1 Peter 3:21;  Then Simon himself believed also: and when he was baptized, he continued with Philip, and wondered, beholding the miracles and signs which were done.  Acts 8:13;  I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. So then neither is he that planteth any thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase.  1 Corinthians 3:6-7;  But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him.  1 Corinthians 12:18;  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.  Mark 16:16  


4.  And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had yet being uncircumcised: that he might be the father of all them that believe, though they be not circumcised; that righteousness might be imputed unto them also:  Romans 4:11;  And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me.  After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord’s death till he come. 1 Corinthians 11:24-26;  For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ…And if ye be Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.  


Galatians 3:27,29  


5.  Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.  Romans 6:3-4;  Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Lord’s table, and of the table of devils.  1 Corinthians 10:21;  Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.  1 Corinthians 5:7-8  


6.  With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love; 3Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; 5One Lord, one faith, one baptism.  Ephesians 4:2-5;  For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.  1 Corinthians 12:13  


7.  Wherefore remember, that ye being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision in the flesh made by hands;  That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world: Ephesians 2:11-12;  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel? And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people. Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.  


2 Corinthians 6:14-18  


8.  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19;  When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord’s supper…For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread:  1 Corinthians 11:20,23;  And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body. And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. Matthew 26:26-28  


9.  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.  


Matthew 28:19-20;  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord’s death till he come.  1 Corinthians 11:26  


10.  And I knew him not: but he that sent me to baptize with water, the same said unto me, Upon whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and remaining on him, the same is he which baptizeth with the Holy Ghost.  John 1:33;  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19;  For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread:  1 Corinthians 11:23;  Let a man so account of us, as of the ministers of Christ, and stewards of the mysteries of God.  1 Corinthians 4:1;  And no man taketh this honour unto himself, but he that is called of God, as was Aaron.  Hebrews 5:4  


11.  For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.  1 Corinthians 12:13;  When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord’s supper.  1 Corinthians 11:20  


12.  And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to be baptized? And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.  Acts 8:36-38;  And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul. And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she constrained us.  Acts 16:14-15;  And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled. But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here. Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas, And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved? And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house. And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house. And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway. And when he had brought them into his house, he set meat before them, and rejoiced, believing in God with all his house.  Acts 16:27-34

Acts 2:41  


14.  For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.  Galatians 3:27;  4Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:   Romans 6:4-5  


15.  Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.  Titus 3:5;  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word.  Ephesians 5:26  


16.  For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread:  And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord’s death till he come.  1 Corinthians 11:23-26  


17.  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19  


18.  Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation…For when Moses had spoken every precept to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book, and all the people, Saying, This is the blood of the testament which God hath enjoined unto you. Moreover he sprinkled with blood both the tabernacle, and all the vessels of the ministry. And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.  Hebrews 9:10,19-22;  And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway.  Acts 16:33;  And when they come from the market, except they wash, they eat not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, as the washing of cups, and pots, brazen vessels, and of tables.  Mark 7:4;  Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you.  A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.  And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.  Ezekiel 36:25-27;  So shall he sprinkle many nations; the kings shall shut their mouths at him: for that which had not been told them shall they see; and that which they had not heard shall they consider.  


Isaiah 52:15  


19.  For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.  Galatians 3:27;  John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins.  Mark 1:4;  And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood.  Revelation 1:5;  Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.  Hebrews 10:22    


20.  Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.  Titus 3:5;  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word.  Ephesians 5:26  


21.  For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.  Galatians 3:26-27;  See Galatians 4:1-6


22.  And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.  Romans 8:17;  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:  John 1:12  


23.  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.  Mark 16:15-16;  And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.  And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.  Acts 8:37-38  


24.  And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to be baptized?  And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.  And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.  Acts 8:36-38;  Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.  Acts 2:41   


25.  And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled.  But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here.  Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas,  And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?  And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.  And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house.  And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway.  Acts 16:27-33;  For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.  Acts 2:39     


26.  For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another.  But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,  Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;  Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;  That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.  Titus 3:3-7;  One Lord, one faith, one baptism,  Ephesians 4:5    


27.  Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils;  Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron;  Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.  1 Timothy 4:1-3;  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  Matthew 28:19;  See also Acts 16:14-15,30-33.    


28.  I know thy works, and tribulation, and poverty, (but thou art rich) and I know the blasphemy of them which say they are Jews, and are not, but are the synagogue of Satan.  Revelation 2:9;  And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my covenant.  Genesis 17:14  


29.  1 Corinthians 11:17-34;  And certain men which came down from Judaea taught the brethren, and said, Except ye be circumcised after the manner of Moses, ye cannot be saved.  Acts 15:1;  Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision.  Philippians 3:2  


30.  And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to be baptized?  And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.  Acts 8:36-37;  And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?  And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.  And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house.  And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway.  Acts 16:30-33  


31.  And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.  And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.  And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations.  This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised.  Genesis 17:7-10;  And the men rose up from thence, and looked toward Sodom: and Abraham went with them to bring them on the way.  And the LORD said, Shall I hide from Abraham that thing which I do; Seeing that Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in him?  For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.  Genesis 18:16-19;  And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.  Deuteronomy 6:6-7  


32.  Let all things be done decently and in order.  


1 Corinthians 14:40;  See Acts 8:30-39;  That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. Romans 10:9-10   


33.  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.  Acts 17:11;  For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe.  1 Thessalonians 2:13  


34.  Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.  2 Timothy 2:15  


35.  And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. Matthew 16:16  


36.  Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.  Acts 4:12  


37.  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:  John 1:12  


38.  Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.  Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.  1 John 4:1-3;  Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ. Now I praise you, brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances, as I delivered them to you.  1 Corinthians 11:1-2    


39.  And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.  Colossians 1:18;  Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery.  1 Timothy 4:14  


40.  But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him.  God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth…Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ? John 4:23-24,29  


41.  For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.  Hebrews 5:12;  Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God, Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.  Hebrews 6:1-2  


42.  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.  Acts 17:11  


43.  Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.  2 Timothy 1:13  


44.  If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed: For he that biddeth him God speed is partaker of his evil deeds.  2 John 1:10-11  


45.  I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.  Galatians 2:20  


46.  Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.  But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.  And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican. Matthew 18:15-17; Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you.  Hebrews 13:17    


47.  Thou shalt fear the LORD thy God; him shalt thou serve, and to him shalt thou cleave, and swear by his name. 51.  And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.  2 Timothy 3:15  


52.  And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. Ephesians 6:4;  Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul diligently, lest thou forget the things which thine eyes have seen, and lest they depart from thy heart all the days of thy life: but teach them thy sons, and thy sons’ sons.  Deuteronomy 4:9  


53.  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.  Hebrews 10:25;  And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.  Deuteronomy 6:7;  And Abraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!  Genesis 17:18

�.  The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ?  The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?  For we being many are one bread and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread. 1 Corinthians 10: 16-17;  …all our fathers…were baptized unto Moses…and did all eat the same spiritual meat; and did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ…. �.  …this do, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. 1 Corinthians 11:25;  Jesus said to Simon Peter… Feed my sheep. John 21: 15-17;   The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder…Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof… 1 Peter 5:1-2;  Let a man so account of us, as ministers of Christ, and stewards of the mysteries of God. 1 Corinthians 4:1;  As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. 1 Peter 4:10 


�.  The Lord Jesus…took bread…and said…this is my body…also he took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood.  1 Corinthians 11:24-25


�.  See note 4 above.  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord’s death till he come. 1 Corinthians 11:26;  This is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.  But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom. Matthew 26: 28-29


�.  …and did all eat the same spiritual meat; and did all drink the same spiritual drink; for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ  1 Corinthians 10:3-4; …whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 1 Corinthians 11:27


7.  I am that bread of life…Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. 2.  In the day of prosperity be joyful, but in the day of adversity consider: God also hath set the one over against the other, to the end that man should find nothing after him. Ecclesiastes 7:14;  Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance: for they disfigure their faces, that they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face; That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.  Matthew 6:16-18;  Then came to him the disciples of John, saying, Why do we and the Pharisees fast oft, but thy disciples fast not? And Jesus said unto them, Can the children of the bridechamber mourn, as long as the bridegroom is with them? but the days will come, when the bridegroom shall be taken from them, and then shall they fast.  Matthew 9:14-15;  Then was Jesus led up of the spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.  And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungered.  Matthew 4:1-2;  Then Esther bade them return Mordecai this answer, Go, gather together all the Jews that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for me, and neither eat nor drink three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so will I go in unto the king, which is not according to the law: and if I perish, I perish. Esther 4:15-16;  On the thirteenth day of the month Adar; and on the fourteenth day of the same rested they, and made it a day of feasting and gladness. Esther 9:17;  And at the dedication of the wall of Jerusalem they sought the Levites out of all their places, to bring them to Jerusalem, to keep the dedication with gladness, both with thanksgivings, and with singing, with cymbals, psalteries, and with harps…Also that day they offered great sacrifices, and rejoiced: for God had made them rejoice with great joy: the wives also and the children rejoiced: so that the joy of Jerusalem was heard even afar off.  Nehemiah 12:27,43  


3.  And Nathan departed unto his house. And the LORD struck the child that Uriah’s wife bare unto David, and it was very sick. David therefore besought God for the child; and David fasted, and went in, and lay all night upon the earth. And the elders of his house arose, and went to him, to raise him up from the earth: but he would not, neither did he eat bread with them.  2 Samuel 12:15-17;  And when the inhabitants of Jabeshgilead heard of that which the Philistines had done to Saul; All the valiant men arose, and went all night, and took the body of Saul and the bodies of his sons from the wall of Bethshan, and came to Jabesh, and burnt them there. And they took their bones, and buried them under a tree at Jabesh, and fasted seven days.  


1 Samuel 31:11-13;  So the people of Nineveh believed God, and proclaimed a fast, and put on sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them.  Jonah 3:5;    


Then all the children of Israel, and all the people, went up, and came unto the house of God, and wept, and sat there before the LORD, and fasted that day until even, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the LORD.  Judges 20:26;  And God spake unto Noah, saying, Go forth of the ark, thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons’ wives with thee…And Noah builded an altar unto the LORD; and took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt offerings on the altar. Genesis 8:15-16,20;  And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God. And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven and earth: And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave him tithes of all.  Genesis 14:18-20;  And Nehemiah, which is the Tirshatha, and Ezra the priest the scribe, and the Levites that taught the people, said unto all the people, This day is holy unto the LORD your God; mourn not, nor weep. For all the people wept, when they heard the words of the law. Then he said unto them, Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and send portions unto them for whom nothing is prepared: for this day is holy unto our Lord: neither be ye sorry; for the joy of the LORD is your strength. So the Levites stilled all the people, saying, Hold your peace, for the day is holy; neither be ye grieved. And all the people went their way to eat, and to drink, and to send portions, and to make great mirth, because they had understood the words that were declared unto them.  Nehemiah 8:9-12;  Then sang Moses and the children of Israel this song unto the LORD, and spake, saying, I will sing unto the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.  Exodus 15:1  


4.  Then the king, when he heard these words, was sore displeased with himself, and set his heart on Daniel to deliver him: and he laboured till the going down of the sun to deliver him…Then the king commanded, and they brought Daniel, and cast him into the den of lions. Now the king spake and said unto Daniel, Thy God whom thou servest continually, he will deliver thee…Then the king went to his palace, and passed the night fasting: neither were instruments of music brought before him: and his sleep went from him. Daniel 6:18;  Then I proclaimed a fast there, at the river of Ahava, that we might afflict ourselves before our God, to seek of him a right way for us, and for our little ones, and for all our substance. For I was ashamed to require of the king a band of soldiers and horsemen to help us against the enemy in the way: because we had spoken unto the king, saying, The hand of our God is upon all them for good that seek him; but his power and his wrath is against all them that forsake him. So we fasted and besought our God for this: and he was entreated of us.  Ezra 8:21-23;  It came to pass after this also, that the children of Moab, and the children of Ammon, and with them other beside the Ammonites, came against Jehoshaphat to battle…And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek the LORD, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah.  2 Chronicles 20:1,3;  Now there were in the church that was at Antioch certain prophets and teachers;… As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them. And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their hands on them, they sent them away. Acts 13:1-3 


5.  And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek the LORD, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah. And Judah gathered themselves together, to ask help of the LORD: even out of all the cities of Judah they came to seek the LORD. 2 Chronicles 20:3-4;  And it came to pass in the fifth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah king of Judah, in the ninth month, that they proclaimed a fast before the LORD to all the people in Jerusalem, and to all the people that came from the cities of Judah unto Jerusalem. Jeremiah 36:9;  And Mordecai wrote these things, and sent letters unto all the Jews that were in all the provinces of the king Ahasuerus, both nigh and far, To stablish this among them, that they should keep the fourteenth day of the month Adar, and the fifteenth day of the same, yearly, Esther 9:20-21  


6.  Then they returned, every man of Judah and Jerusalem, and Jehoshaphat in the forefront of them, to go again to Jerusalem with joy; for the LORD had made them to rejoice over their enemies. And they came to Jerusalem with psalteries and harps and trumpets unto the house of the LORD.  2 Chronicles 20:27-28;  Sanctify ye a fast, call a solemn assembly, gather the elders and all the inhabitants of the land into the house of the LORD your God, and cry unto the LORD,  Joel 1:14;  Now there were in the church that was at Antioch certain prophets and teachers…As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them. Acts 13:1-2  


7.  And it came to pass, when I heard these words, that I sat down and wept, and mourned certain days, and fasted, and prayed before the God of heaven.  Nehemiah 1:4;  So the people of Nineveh believed God, and proclaimed a fast, and put on sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them. For word came unto the king of Nineveh, and he arose from his throne, and he laid his robe from him, and covered him with sackcloth, and sat in ashes. And he caused it to be proclaimed and published through Nineveh by the decree of the king and his nobles, saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd nor flock, taste any thing: let them not feed, nor drink water: But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth, and cry mightily unto God: yea, let them turn every one from his evil way, and from the violence that is in their hands. Who can tell if God will turn and repent, and turn away from his fierce anger, that we perish not?  Jonah 3:5-9;  And I set my face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and supplications, with fasting, and sackcloth, and ashes:  And I prayed unto the LORD my God, and made my confession, and said, O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments; We have sinned, and have committed iniquity, and have done wickedly, and have rebelled, even by departing from thy precepts and from thy judgments:  Daniel 9:3-5  


8.  Then sang Moses and the children of Israel this song unto the LORD, and spake, saying, I will sing unto the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea…And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a timbrel in her hand; and all the women went out after her with timbrels and with dances. And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously; the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.  Exodus 15:1,20-21;  Then they returned, every man of Judah and Jerusalem, and Jehoshaphat in the forefront of them, to go again to Jerusalem with joy; for the LORD had made them to rejoice over their enemies. And they came to Jerusalem with psalteries and harps and trumpets unto the house of the LORD.  2 Chronicles 20:27-28;  Is any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms. James 5:13  


9.  Make a joyful noise unto the LORD, all ye lands. Serve the LORD with gladness: come before his presence with singing…Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name.  Psalm 100:1-2,4;  Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling.  Psalm 2:11;  And a woman having an issue of blood twelve years, which had spent all her living upon physicians, neither could be healed of any, Came behind him, and touched the border of his garment: and immediately her issue of blood stanched…And when the woman saw that she was not hid, she came trembling, and falling down before him, she declared unto him before all the people for what cause she had touched him, and how she was healed immediately. And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace. Luke 8:43-44,47-48  


1. Deuteronomy 6:7;  And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church.  1 Corinthians 14:35;  And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you.  Genesis 22:5;  By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.  Hebrews 11:21  


3.  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly…That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.  Matthew 6:6,18;  Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil…But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.  Matthew 4:1,4;  And when he had sent the multitudes away, he went up into a mountain apart to pray: and when the evening was come, he was there alone. Matthew 14:23;  Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here, while I go and pray yonder.  Matthew 26:36;  And in the morning, rising up a great while before day, he went out, and departed into a solitary place, and there prayed.  Mark 1:35;  And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God.  Luke 6:12  


4.  My voice shalt thou hear in the morning, O LORD; in the morning will I direct my prayer unto thee, and will look up.  Psalm 5:3;  And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint.  Luke 18:1;  Pray without ceasing.  1 Thessalonians 5:17  


5.  And it shall be with him, and he shall read therein all the days of his life: that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, to keep all the words of this law and these statutes, to do them: Deuteronomy 17:19;  Seek ye out of the book of the LORD, and read: no one of these shall fail, none shall want her mate: for my mouth it hath commanded, and his spirit it hath gathered them. Isaiah 34:16;  Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.  John 5:39;  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.  Acts 17:11


6.  But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.  Psalm 1:2; When I remember thee upon my bed, and meditate on thee in the night watches.  Psalm 63:6;  My meditation of him shall be sweet: I will be glad in the LORD.  Psalm 104:34;  Mine eyes prevent the night watches, that I might meditate in thy word.  Psalm 119:148;  I remember the days of old; I meditate on all thy works; I muse on the work of thy hands.  Psalm 143:5  


7.  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 1 Corinthians 11:28;  Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates? 2 Corinthians 13:5;  How many are mine iniquities and sins? make me to know my transgression and my sin.  Job 13:23;  I thought on my ways, and turned my feet unto thy testimonies.  Psalm 119:59;  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.  1 Corinthians 11:28;  Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves.  2 Corinthians 13:5;  Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts:  Psalm 139:23


8.  See proof-texts for footnotes 1-7.  


9.  And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.  Joshua 24:15;  For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him. Genesis 18:19;  And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.  2 Timothy 3:15  


10.  And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about, that Job sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning, and offered burnt offerings according to the number of them all: for Job said, It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed God in their hearts. Thus did Job continually.  Job 1:5;  A devout man, and one that feared God with all his house, which gave much alms to the people, and prayed to God alway.  Acts 10:2;


11. And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.  Deuteronomy 6:6-7;  And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:  2 Timothy 3:15-16  


12. I will sing of mercy and judgment: unto thee, O LORD, will I sing.  I will behave myself wisely in a perfect way. O when wilt thou come unto me? I will walk within my house with a perfect heart.  Psalm 101:1-2;  I will sing of the mercies of the LORD for ever: with my mouth will I make known thy faithfulness to all generations.  Psalm 89:1  


13.  Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put away the strange gods that are among you, and be clean, and change your garments:  Genesis 35:2;  And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.  Joshua 24:15;  Then Manoah entreated the LORD, and said, O my Lord, let the man of God which thou didst send come again unto us, and teach us what we shall do unto the child that shall be born.  Judges 13:8  


14. Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;  Hebrews 11:25;  For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.  Genesis 18:19;  Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put away the strange gods that are among you, and be clean, and change your garments: Genesis 35:2;  And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about, that Job sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning, and offered burnt offerings according to the number of them all: for Job said, It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed God in their hearts. Thus did Job continually.  Job;  1:5;  As the hart panteth after the water brooks, so panteth my soul after thee, O God.  My soul thirsteth for God, for the living God: when shall I come and appear before God?  Psalm 42:1-2;  And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.  Galatians 6:9  


15.  A devout man, and one that feared God with all his house, which gave much alms to the people, and prayed to God alway.  Acts 10:2;  And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she constrained us.  Acts 16:15;  And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house. And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway.  Acts 16:32-33;  Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little:  Isaiah 28:9-10;  The children of thy servants shall continue, and their seed shall be established before thee.  


Psalm 102:28  


16.  And it shall come to pass, when your children shall say unto you, What mean ye by this service?  That ye shall say, It is the sacrifice of the LORD’S passover, who passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and worshipped.  Exodus 12:26-27  


1.  At that time Abijah the son of Jeroboam fell sick. And Jeroboam said to his wife, Arise, I pray thee, and disguise thyself, that thou be not known to be the wife of Jeroboam; and get thee to Shiloh: behold, there is Ahijah the prophet, which told me that I should be king over this people.  1 Kings 14:1-2;  And Elisha came to Damascus; and Benhadad the king of Syria was sick; and it was told him, saying, The man of God is come hither. And the king said unto Hazael, Take a present in thine hand, and go, meet the man of God, and inquire of the LORD by him, saying, Shall I recover of this disease?  2 Kings 8:7-8;  Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:  James 5:14  


2.  In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah the son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live.  2 Kings 20:1;  Son of man, prophesy against the shepherds of Israel, prophesy, and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD unto the shepherds; Woe be to the shepherds of Israel that do feed themselves! should not the shepherds feed the flocks?…The diseased have ye not strengthened, neither have ye healed that which was sick, neither have ye bound up that which was broken, neither have ye brought again that which was driven away, neither have ye sought that which was lost; but with force and with cruelty have ye ruled them.  Ezekiel 34:2,4;  Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.  Matthew 25:36;  Pure religion and undefiled before God and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to keep himself unspotted from the world.  


James 1:27  


3.  Moreover he will bring upon thee all the diseases of Egypt, which thou wast afraid of; and they shall cleave unto thee.  Deuteronomy 28:60;  Howbeit, because by this deed thou hast given great occasion to the enemies of the LORD to blaspheme, the child also that is born unto thee shall surely die.  And Nathan departed unto his house. And the LORD struck the child that Uriah’s wife bare unto David, and it was very sick.  2 Samuel 12:14-15;  The leprosy therefore of Naaman shall cleave unto thee, and unto thy seed for ever. And he went out from his presence a leper as white as snow.  


2 Kings 5:27;  For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.  1 Corinthians 11:30  


4.  And when he was in affliction, he besought the LORD his God, and humbled himself greatly before the God of his fathers.  2 Chronicles 33:12;  And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. Romans 8:28;  Before I was afflicted I went astray: but now have I kept thy word.  Psalm 119:67;  My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction: For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.  Proverbs 3:11-12;  And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  Hebrews 12:5  


5.  For at the window of my house I looked through my casement, And beheld among the simple ones, I discerned among the youths, a young man void of understanding.  Proverbs 7:6-7;  So thou, O son of man, I have set thee a watchman unto the house of Israel; therefore thou shalt hear the word at my mouth, and warn them from me.  When I say unto the wicked, O wicked man, thou shalt surely die; if thou dost not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Ezekiel 33:7-8;  For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions, I found an altar with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, him declare I unto you.  Acts 17:23  


6.  Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?  2 Corinthians 13:5;  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:  John 10:27;  If ye love me, keep my commandments.  John 14:15  


7.  Will the Lord cast off for ever? and will he be favourable no more?  Is his mercy clean gone for ever? doth his promise fail for evermore?  Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath he in anger shut up his tender mercies?  Psalm 77:7-9;  But Zion said, The LORD hath forsaken me, and my Lord hath forgotten me. Can a woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on the son of her womb? yea, they may forget, yet will I not forget thee. Isaiah 49:14-15;  Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled. But meat commendeth us not to God: for neither, if we eat, are we the better; neither, if we eat not, are we the worse.  1 Corinthians 8:7-8  


8.  Go, tell Jeroboam, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, Forasmuch as I exalted thee from among the people, and made thee prince over my people Israel…But hast done evil above all that were before thee: for thou hast gone and made thee other gods, and molten images, to provoke me to anger, and hast cast me behind thy back: Therefore, behold, I will bring evil upon the house of Jeroboam.  1 Kings 14:7,9-10;  And Ahaziah fell down through a lattice in his upper chamber that was in Samaria, and was sick: and he sent messengers, and said unto them, Go, inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron whether I shall recover of this disease. But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite, Arise, go up to meet the messengers of the king of Samaria, and say unto them, Is it not because there is not a God in Israel, that ye go to inquire of Baalzebub the god of Ekron? Now therefore thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not come down from that bed on which thou art gone up, but shalt surely die. And Elijah departed.  2 Kings 1:2-4;  And Asa in the thirty and ninth year of his reign was diseased in his feet, until his disease was exceeding great: yet in his disease he sought not to the LORD, but to the physicians.  2 Chronicles 16:12  


9.  Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.  


Hebrews 4:16;  But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,  Ephesians 2:4;  To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. Ephesians 1:6  


10.  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.  John 3:16;  Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord.  Acts 3:19;  But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. Hebrews 11:6  


11.  Although affliction cometh not forth of the dust, neither doth trouble spring out of the ground; Yet man is born unto trouble, as the sparks fly upward. I would seek unto God, and unto God would I commit my cause:  Job 5:6-8;  In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah the son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live. Then he turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD, saying, I beseech thee, O LORD, remember now how I have walked before thee in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is good in thy sight. And Hezekiah wept sore. And it came to pass, afore Isaiah was gone out into the middle court, that the word of the LORD came to him, saying, Turn again, and tell Hezekiah the captain of my people, Thus saith the LORD, the God of David thy father, I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy tears: behold, I will heal thee: on the third day thou shalt go up unto the house of the LORD.  2 Kings 20:1-5;  Also when I cry and shout, he shutteth out my prayer.  Lamentations 3:8  


12.  There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.  Romans 8:1;  For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.  


Romans 8:38-39  


13.  There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.  Proverbs 14:12;  All the ways of a man are clean in his own eyes; but the LORD weigheth the spirits.  Proverbs 16:2;  Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.  Matthew 7:21-23  


14.  And the children of Israel spake unto Moses, saying, Behold, we die, we perish, we all perish. Whosoever cometh any thing near unto the tabernacle of the LORD shall die: shall we be consumed with dying?  


Numbers 17:12-13;  Then Jezebel sent a messenger unto Elijah, saying, So let the gods do to me, and more also, if I make not thy life as the life of one of them by to morrow about this time. And when he saw that, he arose, and went for his life, and came to Beersheba, which belongeth to Judah, and left his servant there. But he himself went a day’s journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under a juniper tree: and he requested for himself that he might die; and said, It is enough; now, O LORD, take away my life; for I am not better than my fathers.  1 Kings 19:2-4;  For I said in my haste, I am cut off from before thine eyes: nevertheless thou heardest the voice of my supplications when I cried unto thee.  Psalm 31:22;  And they said, There is no hope: but we will walk after our own devices, and we will every one do the imagination of his evil heart.  Jeremiah 18:12  


15.  And he spake this parable unto certain which trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and despised others: Two men went up into the temple to pray; the one a Pharisee, and the other a publican. The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, God, I thank thee, that I am not as other men are, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican. I fast twice in the week, I give tithes of all that I possess.  Luke 18:9-12;  And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life? And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good, save one, that is, God. Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother.  And he said, All these have I kept from my youth up. Luke 18:18-21  


16.  Will the Lord cast off for ever? and will he be favourable no more?  Is his mercy clean gone for ever? doth his promise fail for evermore?  Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath he in anger shut up his tender mercies?  Psalm 77:7-9;  Also when I cry and shout, he shutteth out my prayer.  Lamentations 3:8  


17.  Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.  Psalm 23:4;  I sought the LORD, and he heard me, and delivered me from all my fears.  Psalm 34:4;  Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the LORD delivereth him out of them all.  Psalm 34:19;  And call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt glorify me.  Psalm 50:15;  Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort; Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted of God.  2 Corinthians 1:3-4  


18.  Is any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms. Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him. James 5:13-15  


19.  The days of our years are threescore years and ten; and if by reason of strength they be fourscore years, yet is their strength labour and sorrow; for it is soon cut off, and we fly away.  Who knoweth the power of thine anger? even according to thy fear, so is thy wrath.  So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.  Psalm 90:10-12;  LORD, make me to know mine end, and the measure of my days, what it is; that I may know how frail I am.  Psalm 39:4;  Go to now, ye that say, To day or to morrow we will go into such a city, and continue there a year, and buy and sell, and get gain: Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little time, and then vanisheth away. For that ye ought to say, If the Lord will, we shall live, and do this, or that.  James 4:13-15  


20.  And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy kingdom. And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with me in paradise.  Luke 23:42-43;  And they stoned Stephen, calling upon God, and saying, Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.  Acts 7:59  


21.  There were present at that season some that told him of the Galilaeans, whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sacrifices. And Jesus answering said unto them, Suppose ye that these Galilaeans were sinners above all the Galilaeans, because they suffered such things? I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. Or those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Siloam fell, and slew them, think ye that they were sinners above all men that dwelt in Jerusalem? I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.  Luke 13:1-5;  And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:  Hebrews 9:27  


1.  And Joseph commanded his servants the physicians to embalm his father: and the physicians embalmed Israel.  Genesis 50:2;  Then took they the body of Jesus, and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is to bury.  John 19:40  


2.  Thou shalt not kill. Exodus 20:13  (Note: In Israel persons were buried quickly due to the rapid decomposition of the body in the hot climate [See Acts 5:5-6,9-10; John 11:39.]  In English common law there has always been a required waiting period before burial to ensure that the person is actually dead and not in a coma.)  


3.  And Joseph went up to bury his father: and with him went up all the servants of Pharaoh, the elders of his house, and all the elders of the land of Egypt, And all the house of Joseph, and his brethren, and his father’s house: only their little ones, and their flocks, and their herds, they left in the land of Goshen.  And there went up with him both chariots and horsemen: and it was a very great company…For his sons carried him into the land of Canaan, and buried him in the cave of the field of Machpelah, which Abraham bought with the field for a possession of a buryingplace of Ephron the Hittite, before Mamre.  Genesis 50:7-9,13;  Now when he came nigh to the gate of the city, behold, there was a dead man carried out, the only son of his mother, and she was a widow: and much people of the city was with her. Luke 7:12  


4.  And David said to Joab, and to all the people that were with him, Rend your clothes, and gird you with sackcloth, and mourn before Abner. And king David himself followed the bier. And they buried Abner in Hebron: and the king lifted up his voice, and wept at the grave of Abner; and all the people wept…And the king said unto his servants, Know ye not that there is a prince and a great man fallen this day in Israel? And I am this day weak, though anointed king; and these men the sons of Zeruiah be too hard for me: the LORD shall reward the doer of evil according to his wickedness.  


2 Samuel 3:31-32,38-39;   And devout men carried Stephen to his burial, and made great lamentation over him.  Acts 8:2  


5.  LORD, make me to know mine end, and the measure of my days, what it is; that I may know how frail I am.  Behold, thou hast made my days as an handbreadth; and mine age is as nothing before thee: verily every man at his best state is altogether vanity.  Psalm 39:4-5;  For he knoweth our frame; he remembereth that we are dust.  As for man, his days are as grass: as a flower of the field, so he flourisheth.  For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone; and the place thereof shall know it no more.  Psalm 103:14-16;  In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah the son of Amoz came to him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live. 2 Kings 20:1;  So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.  Psalm 90:12  


1.  Therefore I write these things being absent, lest being present I should use sharpness, according to the power which the Lord hath given me to edification, and not to destruction.  2 Corinthians 13:10;  And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:  Ephesians 4:11-13  


2.  For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.  Hebrews 4:12;  Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother. But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established. And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican.  Matthew 18:15-17;  Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright. For ye know how that afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with tears.  Hebrews 12:16-17;  A man that is an heretic after the first and second admonition reject.  Titus 3:10  


3.  Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live? For they verily for a few days chastened us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, that we might be partakers of his holiness. Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.  Hebrews 12:9-11  


4. It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such fornication as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father’s wife. And ye are puffed up, and have not rather mourned, that he that hath done this deed might be taken away from among you. For I verily, as absent in body, but present in spirit, have judged already, as though I were present, concerning him that hath so done this deed, In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, when ye are gathered together, and my spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus Christ, To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.  1 Corinthians 5:1-5;  Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy, To the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and for ever. 5.  Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted. 6.  In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, when ye are gathered together, and my spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus Christ, To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.  1 Corinthians 5:4-5  


7.  Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?  Romans 2:4;  And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.

9.  Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted.  Galatians 6:1;  And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company with him, that he may be ashamed. Yet count him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother.  2 Thessalonians 3:14-15;  And Abraham drew near, and said, Wilt thou also destroy the righteous with the wicked? Peradventure there be fifty righteous within the city: wilt thou also destroy and not spare the place for the fifty righteous that are therein? That be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with the wicked: and that the righteous should be as the wicked, that be far from thee: Shall not the Judge of all the earth do right?  Genesis 18:23-25;  Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.  Ephesians 6:18;  Therefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee; Leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift.  Matthew 5:23-24    


10.  What man of you, having an hundred sheep, if he lose one of them, doth not leave the ninety and nine in the wilderness, and go after that which is lost, until he find it? And when he hath found it, he layeth it on his shoulders, rejoicing. And when he cometh home, he calleth together his friends and neighbours, saying unto them, Rejoice with me; for I have found my sheep which was lost. I say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner that repenteth, more than over ninety and nine just persons, which need no repentance.  Luke 15:4-7  


11.  And they made proclamation throughout Judah and Jerusalem unto all the children of the captivity, that they should gather themselves together unto Jerusalem; And that whosoever would not come within three days, according to the counsel of the princes and the elders, all his substance should be forfeited, and himself separated from the congregation of those that had been carried away.   Ezra 10:7-8;  In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, when ye are gathered together, and my spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus Christ, To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus. 1 Corinthians 5:4-5;  Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may fear.  1 Timothy 5:20;  


12.  In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth.  2 Timothy 2:25;  To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.  1 Corinthians 5:5;   Of whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander; whom I have delivered unto Satan, that they may learn not to blaspheme.  


1 Timothy 1:20  


13.  It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such fornication as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father’s wife. And ye are puffed up, and have not rather mourned, that he that hath done this deed might be taken away from among you.  1 Corinthians 5:1-2;  Then Peter said unto her, How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt the Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband are at the door, and shall carry thee out. Then fell she down straightway at his feet, and yielded up the ghost: and the young men came in, and found her dead, and, carrying her forth, buried her by her husband. And great fear came upon all the church, and upon as many as heard these things.  Acts 5:9-11;  Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may fear.  1 Timothy 5:20    


14.  Sufficient to such a man is this punishment, which was inflicted of many.  So that contrariwise ye ought rather to forgive him, and comfort him, lest perhaps such a one should be swallowed up with overmuch sorrow.  2 Corinthians 2:6-7;  So when they had dined, Jesus saith to Simon Peter, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me more than these? He saith unto him, Yea, Lord; thou knowest that I love thee. He saith unto him, Feed my lambs. He saith to him again the second time, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me? He saith unto him, Yea, Lord; thou knowest that I love thee. He saith unto him, Feed my sheep. He saith unto him the third time, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me? Peter was grieved because he said unto him the third time, Lovest thou me? And he said unto him, Lord, thou knowest all things; thou knowest that I love thee. Jesus saith unto him, Feed my sheep.  John 21:15-17  


1.  Marriage is honourable in all, and the bed undefiled: but whoremongers and adulterers God will judge.  Hebrews 13:4  


2.  Thou shalt not kill.  Exodus 20:13 (Note: Marriage within close degrees of consanguinity produces sickly and still born children);  Thou shalt not commit adultery.  Exodus 20:14;  Neither shalt thou take a wife to her sister, to vex her, to uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.  Leviticus 18:18  (Note: The enforcement of these laws by the civil magistrate requires governmental regulation).  


3.  Neither shalt thou make marriages with them; thy daughter thou shalt not give unto his son, nor his daughter shalt thou take unto thy son.  For they will turn away thy son from following me, that they may serve other gods: so will the anger of the LORD be kindled against you, and destroy thee suddenly.  Deuteronomy 7:3-4;  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?  And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?  2 Corinthians 6:14-15  


4.  Where no counsel is, the people fall: but in the multitude of counsellors there is safety.  Proverbs 11:14;  Without counsel purposes are disappointed: but in the multitude of counsellors they are established.  Proverbs 15:22;  Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  Philippians 4:6  


5.  Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.  Genesis 2:24;  Neither shalt thou take a wife to her sister, to vex her, to uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.  Leviticus 18:18;  Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is abomination.  Leviticus 18:22  


6.  None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to him, to uncover their nakedness: I am the LORD. The nakedness of thy father, or the nakedness of thy mother, shalt thou not uncover: she is thy mother; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness. The nakedness of thy father’s wife shalt thou not uncover: it is thy father’s nakedness. The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or daughter of thy mother, whether she be born at home, or born abroad, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover. The nakedness of thy son’s daughter, or of thy daughter’s daughter, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover: for theirs is thine own nakedness. The nakedness of thy father’s wife’s daughter, begotten of thy father, she is thy sister, thou shalt not uncover her nakedness. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s sister: she is thy father’s near kinswoman. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother’s sister: for she is thy mother’s near kinswoman. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s brother, thou shalt not approach to his wife: she is thine aunt. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy daughter in law: she is thy son’s wife; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother’s wife: it is thy brother’s nakedness. Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her daughter, neither shalt thou take her son’s daughter, or her daughter’s daughter, to uncover her nakedness; for they are her near kinswomen: it is wickedness. Leviticus 18:6-17;  It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such fornication as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father’s wife.  1 Corinthians 5:1  


7.  If a woman also vow a vow unto the LORD, and bind herself by a bond, being in her father’s house in her youth; And her father hear her vow, and her bond wherewith she hath bound her soul, and her father shall hold his peace at her: then all her vows shall stand, and every bond wherewith she hath bound her soul shall stand. But if her father disallow her in the day that he heareth; not any of her vows, or of her bonds wherewith she hath bound her soul, shall stand: and the LORD shall forgive her, because her father disallowed her.  Numbers 30:3-5;  And now if ye will deal kindly and truly with my master, tell me: and if not, tell me; that I may turn to the right hand, or to the left.  Then Laban and Bethuel answered and said, The thing proceedeth from the LORD: we cannot speak unto thee bad or good.  Behold, Rebekah is before thee, take her, and go, and let her be thy master’s son’s wife, as the LORD hath spoken…And they called Rebekah, and said unto her, Wilt thou go with this man? And she said, I will go.  Genesis 24:58;  And if a man entice a maid that is not betrothed, and lie with her, he shall surely endow her to be his wife. If her father utterly refuse to give her unto him, he shall pay money according to the dowry of virgins.  Exodus 22:16-17  


8. And they called Rebekah, and said unto her, Wilt thou go with this man? And she said, I will go…And the servant told Isaac all things that he had done.  And Isaac brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent, and took Rebekah, and she became his wife; and he loved her: and Isaac was comforted after his mother’s death.  


Genesis 24:58,66-67;  And Esau was forty years old when he took to wife Judith the daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and Bashemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite: Which were a grief of mind unto Isaac and to Rebekah.  


Genesis 26:34-35;  And if a man entice a maid that is not betrothed, and lie with her, he shall surely endow her to be his wife.  If her father utterly refuse to give her unto him, he shall pay money according to the dowry of virgins.  Exodus 22:16-17  


9.  To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin’s name was Mary.  Luke 1:27  


10.  And David sent and communed with Abigail, to take her to him to wife…David also took Ahinoam of Jezreel; and they were also both of them his wives.  But Saul had given Michal his daughter, David’s wife, to Phalti the son of Laish, which was of Gallim.  


1 Samuel 25:39,43-44;  And when she had brought them unto him to eat, he took hold of her, and said unto her, Come lie with me, my sister. And she answered him, Nay, my brother, do not force me; for no such thing ought to be done in Israel: do not thou this folly. And I, whither shall I cause my shame to go? and as for thee, thou shalt be as one of the fools in Israel. Now therefore, I pray thee, speak unto the king; for he will not withhold me from thee.  2 Samuel 13:11-13;  It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such fornication as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father’s wife. 1 Corinthians 5:1  


11.  And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him.  Genesis 2:18;  Whoso findeth a wife findeth a good thing, and obtaineth favour of the LORD.  Proverbs 18:22  


12.  Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.  Genesis 2:24;  Marriage is honourable in all, and the bed undefiled: but whoremongers and adulterers God will judge. Hebrews 13:4  


13.  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;…Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence her husband.  


Ephesians 5:25,33;  Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves.  Philippians 2:3;  Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil;  1 Corinthians 13:4-5;  But if any provide not for his own, and specially for those of his own house, he hath denied the faith, and is worse than an infidel.  1 Timothy 5:8;  Who can find a virtuous woman? for her price is far above rubies. The heart of her husband doth safely trust in her, so that he shall have no need of spoil. She will do him good and not evil all the days of her life…She looketh well to the ways of her household, and eateth not the bread of idleness. Proverbs 31:10-12,27  


14.  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;  Ephesians 5:25;  Thou shalt not commit adultery.  Exodus 20:14;  Know ye not, brethren, (for I speak to them that know the law,) how that the law hath dominion over a man as long as he liveth? For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband.  Romans 7:1-2  


15.  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.  Ephesians 5:22;  Thou shalt not commit adultery.  Exodus 20:14;  Know ye not, brethren, (for I speak to them that know the law,) how that the law hath dominion over a man as long as he liveth? For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband.  Romans 7:1-2  


16.  And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man…Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh. Genesis 2:24;  But from the beginning of the creation God made them male and female. For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and cleave to his wife; And they twain shall be one flesh: so then they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.  Mark 10:6-9  


1.  And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him…And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.  Genesis 2:18, 23-24;   But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God…For the man is not of the woman; but the woman of the man.  Neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the man. 1 Corinthians 11:3, 8-9  


2.  Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the image of God made he man.  Genesis 9:6;  Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God: the powers that be are ordained of God. Whosoever rulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil. Wilt thou then not be afraid of the power? do that which is therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and they that resist shall receive to themselves damnation. For good, and thou shalt have praise of the same: For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.  Romans 13:1-4


3.  And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect…And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee…This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised…And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my covenant.  Genesis 17:1,7,10,14;  And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.  Matthew 16:18  


4.  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel? And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people. Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.  


2 Corinthians 6:14-18;  Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions, rather than godly edifying which is in faith: so do.  1 Timothy 1:4;  For we have not followed cunningly devised fables, when we made known unto you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of his majesty.  2 Peter 1:16;  Little children, keep yourselves from idols. Amen.  


1 John 5:21  


5.  Thou shalt not follow a multitude to do evil:  Exodus 23:2;  And not rather, (as we be slanderously reported, and as some affirm that we say,) Let us do evil, that good may come? whose damnation is just.  Romans 3:8;  Beloved, follow not that which is evil, but that which is good. He that doeth good is of God: but he that doeth evil hath not seen God.  3 John 1:11;  And the same time there arose no small stir about that way. For a certain man named Demetrius, a silversmith, which made silver shrines for Diana, brought no small gain unto the craftsmen; Whom he called together with the workmen of like occupation, and said, Sirs, ye know that by this craft we have our wealth. Moreover ye see and hear, that not alone at Ephesus, but almost throughout all Asia, this Paul hath persuaded and turned away much people, saying that they be no gods, which are made with hands: So that not only this our craft is in danger to be set at nought; but also that the temple of the great goddess Diana should be despised, and her magnificence should be destroyed, whom all Asia and the world worshippeth.  Acts 19:23-27    


6.  Put not your trust in princes, nor in the son of man, in whom there is no help.  Psalm 146:3;  Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away. 2 Timothy 3:5;  Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.  1 Corinthians 15:50;  Do ye look on things after the outward appearance? If any man trust to himself that he is Christ’s, let him of himself think this again, that, as he is Christ’s, even so are we Christ’s. 2 Corinthians 10:7  


1.  And it shall come to pass, if ye shall hearken diligently unto my commandments which I command you this day, to love the LORD your God, and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul, That I will give you the rain of your land in his due season, the first rain and the latter rain, that thou mayest gather in thy corn, and thy wine, and thine oil. Deuteronomy 11:13-14;  And saith unto him, Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.  John 2:10;  For John the Baptist came neither eating bread nor drinking wine; and ye say, He hath a devil.  The Son of man is come eating and drinking; and ye say, Behold a gluttonous man, and a winebibber, a friend of publicans and sinners!  Luke 7:33-34 (Compare with Numbers 6:2-4 and Luke 1:15)  


2.  Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging: and whosoever is deceived thereby is not wise.  Proverbs 20:1;  Look not thou upon the wine when it is red, when it giveth his colour in the cup, when it moveth itself aright. At the last it biteth like a serpent, and stingeth like an adder.  Proverbs 23:31-32;  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit.  Ephesians 5:18  


3.  He causeth the grass to grow for the cattle, and herb for the service of man: that he may bring forth food out of the earth; And wine that maketh glad the heart of man, and oil to make his face to shine, and bread which strengtheneth man’s heart.  Psalm 104:14-15;  Go thy way, eat thy bread with joy, and drink thy wine with a merry heart; for God now accepteth thy works.  Ecclesiastes 9:7;  And saith unto him, Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.  John 2:10  


4.  And he drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was uncovered within his tent.  Genesis 9:21;  Come, let us make our father drink wine, and we will lie with him, that we may preserve seed of our father.  And they made their father drink wine that night: and the firstborn went in, and lay with her father; and he perceived not when she lay down, nor when she arose.  Genesis 19:32-33;  Do not drink wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee, when ye go into the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations:  Leviticus 10:9;  It is not for kings, O Lemuel, it is not for kings to drink wine; nor for princes strong drink:  Proverbs 31:4;  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit.  Ephesians 5:18  


5.  And Eli said unto her, How long wilt thou be drunken? put away thy wine from thee.  And Hannah answered and said, No, my lord, I am a woman of a sorrowful spirit: I have drunk neither wine nor strong drink, but have poured out my soul before the LORD.  1 Samuel 1:14-15;  Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging: and whosoever is deceived thereby is not wise.  Proverbs 20:1; He causeth the grass to grow for the cattle, and herb for the service of man: that he may bring forth food out of the earth; And wine that maketh glad the heart of man, and oil to make his face to shine, and bread which strengtheneth man’s heart. Psalm 104:14-15;  And gladness is taken away, and joy out of the plentiful field; and in the vineyards there shall be no singing, neither shall there be shouting: the treaders shall tread out no wine in their presses; I have made their vintage shouting to cease.  Isaiah 16:10  


6.  And saith unto him, Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.  John 2:10;  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit. Ephesians 5:18;  Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous. 1 Timothy 3:3  


7.  Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that continue until night, till wine inflame them!  Isaiah 5:11;  But they also have erred through wine, and through strong drink are out of the way; the priest and the prophet have erred through strong drink, they are swallowed up of wine, they are out of the way through strong drink; they err in vision, they stumble in judgment.  Isaiah 28:7;  And thou shalt bestow that money for whatsoever thy soul lusteth after, for oxen, or for sheep, or for wine, or for strong drink, or for whatsoever thy soul desireth: and thou shalt eat there before the LORD thy God, and thou shalt rejoice, thou, and thine household.  Deuteronomy 14:26  


8. And they shall say unto the elders of his city, This our son is stubborn and rebellious, he will not obey our voice; he is a glutton, and a drunkard.  And all the men of his city shall stone him with stones, that he die: so shalt thou put evil away from among you; and all Israel shall hear, and fear.  Deuteronomy 21:20-21;  Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that continue until night, till wine inflame them!  Isaiah 5:11;  Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these;…drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.  Galatians 5:21


9.  And they made their father drink wine that night: and the firstborn went in, and lay with her father; and he perceived not when she lay down, nor when she arose. Genesis 19:33;  Then they brought the golden vessels that were taken out of the temple of the house of God which was at Jerusalem; and the king, and his princes, his wives, and his concubines, drank in them. They drank wine, and praised the gods of gold, and of silver, of brass, of iron, of wood, and of stone. Daniel 5:3-4;  And they have cast lots for my people; and have given a boy for an harlot, and sold a girl for wine, that they might drink.
